FATHER SAM’S CORNER

May 5th, 2019

Third Sunday of Easter

Gospel: John 21:1-19

Recognizing Jesus in the shore of the sea of our life: A way to succeed as a disciple

Although John reported that some disciples returned to their occupations as fishermen, in today's Gospel he
did not tell us directly why they did that. It could be they were hungry because their master who had been
providing for them has gone. Or they felt since Jesus was killed their new job as fishers of men is gone so it is
time to go back to their old work. Remember years earlier Jesus had called them away from their professions,
inviting them to follow him and to share in his work of drawing people into God's kingdom. However, now
that Jesus had been killed, there was nothing to do but to return to what they know best to do. Maybe seeing
no way forward, or frustrated and confused on how to move forward with this new life/mission without their
master they decided to return to their past. However, as they were casting their nets Christ saw them as people
heading in the wrong direction and needing a redirection. Bear in mind that Christ promised them that he will
never leave them like the sheep without a shepherd. Perhaps, remembering this promise the risen Lord then
seeing them from the shore of the sea wanted to renew the call he made to them by the shore of the sea of
Galilee some years ago. To do this he first decided to reestablish the communion with them. The communion
and the communication they had broken by abandoning him in the hour of his passion and death. He did so by
a simple invitation, “come and have a breakfast”. Jesus is good at using a meal format to pass on important
messages to his disciples: remember the events of the miracle of the loaves, the last supper and other instances
he used around table talk to streamline his and the disciples’ mission. Today during the breakfast meal he
wanted to refocus Peter’s mind to his mission and to recommission him as the captain of the crew by asking
him. “Simon Peter, do you love me?” three times. Reawakened to his mission by this question Peter replied to
Jesus, “Yes Lord you know everything and you know I love you”. Now having seen that Peter’s mind had
completely refocused to the mission he called him, Jesus reaffirmed Peter’s leadership in these three
commands, “Feed my Lambs”; “Tend my sheep”; and “Feed my sheep” (John 21:1-19).

Like the disciples we are often tempted or threatened by the events of life to go back to our old life. Sickness,
lack of material needs can push one to abandon the way of Christ and to look for help in a wrong direction, or
to meditate on doing so. Whenever we see ourselves in any tempting situation remember that the Lord is at
the shore of the lake and sea of our life urging us to move toward him that we may be saved. Even when we
have failed him and disconnected from him or are moving in a wrong direction, he continues to invite us to
begin afresh, and to cast our nets deep in a different direction. In fact, Christ’s encounter with the disciples in
today’s Gospel tells us that there might be a bump on the road as we journey with Jesus, but our journey with
him always has a future that is full of hope. This season of appearance of Christ to his followers after his
resurrection reminds us that we too are always invited to recognize the risen Lord on the shore of the
difficulties of life calling out to us to focus where he is leading us. And whenever we recognize Jesus in our
weakness and abandonment and refocus our minds on following him, he will reinvent the course of our life.
Have a blessed Sunday.

Evangelio: Juan 21: 1-19
Reconocer a Jests en la orilla del mar de nuestra vida: una manera de tener éxito como discipulos

Aunque Juan informé que algunos discipulos regresaron a sus ocupaciones como pescadores, en el Evangelio de hoy no
nos dijo directamente por qué hicieron eso. Podria ser que tuvieran hambre porque su maestro que les habia estado
proveyendo se ha ido. O sintieron que desde que Jesus fue asesinado, su nuevo trabajo como pescadores de hombres se
ha ido, asi que es hora de volver a su antiguo trabajo. Recuerde que afios antes, Jests los habia apartado de sus
profesiones, invitandolos a seguirlo y compartir su trabajo de atraer a las personas al reino de Dios. Sin embargo, ahora
que Jesus habia sido asesinado, no habia nada mas que hacer que regresar a lo que mejor saben hacer. Quizés no vean el
camino a seguir, o frustrados y confundidos sobre como seguir adelante con esta nueva vida / mision sin su maestro,
decidieron regresar a su pasado. Sin embargo, cuando lanzaban sus redes, Cristo los veia como personas que iban en la
direccion equivocada y que necesitaban una redireccion. Tenga en cuenta que Cristo les prometid que nunca los dejara
como las ovejas sin pastor. Tal vez, recordando esta promesa, el Sefior resucitado al verlos desde la orilla del mar quiso
renovar el llamado que les hizo a la orilla del lago de Galilea hace algunos afos. Para ello, primero decidio restablecer la
comunion con ellos. La comunién y la comunicacion que habian roto al abandonarlo en la hora de su pasion y muerte.
Lo hizo con una simple invitacion, "ven a desayunar”. Jesus es bueno en el uso de un formato de comida para transmitir
mensajes importantes a sus discipulos: recuerde los eventos del milagro de los panes, la ltima cena y otras instancias
que usé en la mesa para simplificar su mision y la de los discipulos. Hoy, durante el desayuno, quiso volver a centrar la
mente de Peter en su mision y recomenzarlo como el capitan de la tripulacion preguntandole. "Simén Pedro, ;me
amas?" Tres veces. Reavivado a su mision con esta pregunta, Pedro respondio a Jesus: "Si, Sefior, ta lo sabes todo y
sabes que te amo". Ahora, habiendo visto que la mente de Pedro se habia enfocado completamente en la mision que él le
llamd, Jests reafirm¢ el liderazgo de Pedro en estos tres mandatos, "Alimenta a mis corderos"; “Cuida mis ovejas™; y
"Alimenta a mis ovejas" (Juan 21: 1-19).

Como los discipulos, a menudo nos sentimos tentados o amenazados por los eventos de la vida para volver a nuestra
vida anterior. La enfermedad, la falta de necesidades materiales nos empuja a abandonar el camino de Cristo y buscar
ayuda en una direccion equivocada, o a meditar para hacerlo. Cuando nos veamos a nosotros mismos en cualquier
situacion tentadora, recuerde que el Sefior a la orilla del lago y el mar de nuestra vida nos esta instando a que avancemos
hacia ¢l para que podamos ser salvos. Incluso cuando le hemos fallado y nos hemos desconectado de éI o nos estamos
moviendo en una direccidén equivocada, €l contintia invitindonos a comenzar de nuevo y a lanzar nuestras redes en una
direccioén diferente. De hecho, el encuentro de Cristo con los discipulos en el Evangelio de hoy nos dice que puede haber
un bache en el camino mientras caminamos con Jesus, pero nuestro viaje con él siempre tiene un futuro lleno de
esperanza. Esta temporada de aparicion de Cristo a sus seguidores después de su resurreccion nos recuerda que también
estamos siempre invitados a reconocer al Sefior en la orilla de las dificultades de la vida que nos piden enfocarnos hacia
donde nos esta guiando. Y siempre que reconozcamos a Jesus en nuestra debilidad y abandono y volvamos a
concentrarnos en seguirlo, reinventara el curso de nuestra vida.
