BAD CHECK PROCESS

1. Fill out the Notice and Demand For Payment of Dishonored Check form.

2. Make a copy of the form and a copy of both sides of the check.

3. Mail the copies to the party sending it certified mail, receipt requested.

4. Upon receipt of service, wait five days and either take it to Johnson ,Behrens & Wilson Law Office in Fairmont or turn over to SWPD.

** You will need to take the original check and copy of form you sent to Mr. Wilson or turn it over to SWPD.  We will also need the receipt of service from the Post Office.  If the Post Office returns it undelivered, then turn over everything you have to us.

NOTE:  While it is O.K. to try and work with people to resolve bad checks, if you set up any kind of payment plan with them and they make any kind of payment at all but then quit paying, we cannot do anything with it.  Accepting payments means that you have extended them credit and it then becomes a civil matter.

Also, court will not hear cases involving checks that are older than 6 months.  Therefore, you can work with the people, but you only have 6 months from the date on the check.  I recommend that you only allow 3 months before you proceed formally.  This eliminates the risk of charges being unable to be filed.
