Israel arrives at Mount Sinai. Not on the traditional 1st Day of Sivan as Jews Celebrate the Giving of the Law. Then it was on the 3rd Day from the Arrival that YHVH proclaimed the Law, orally. It was 40 Day thereafter that Moses Came down with the Tablets. The 40 Day Period is inclusive 

of the 3 Days of Preparation and the 7 Days of Moses Waiting. But this was the Day of the Golden Calf Event.  3000 Perished. This Date thus matches the Event of the Acts 2 Pentecost where 3000 got Saved and is synchronized to Jesus’ Burial, Resurrection and Ascension.

Solely based on when the Israelites arrived on Mount Sinai, the 

15th Day of 3rd Month of Sivan, it is impossible from that Day 

Count to have the 2nd 50-Day Count synchronize with the 9th of 

Av. 

 

This is because the 60th Day is when the 3 Days of Preparation + 

7 Days of Moses waiting = 40 Days started. Thus, the 60th Day + 

the 40 Day Count = 100th Day. This is when Moses then came 

down and the Golden Calf Incident occurred. This was the Feast 

of New Wine that the Camp reveled in and got Cursed for.  

 

Now the Temple Scrolls due state that the Feast of New Wine 

was ‘Celebrated’ on the 3rd of Av, 9 Days later. But it is the  

Celebration of, not being the exact Anniversary, in one’s  

Assessment.   

The ‘Morrow after the Sabbath’? 

Solely based on when the Israelites arrived on Mount Sinai, the 

15th Day of 3rd Month of Sivan, the Morrow after the Sabbath 

Count is rectified in that it provides Proof, that the Counting of 

the Omer, occurred from Nisan 15, the Day after Passover.  

 

This corroborates the Scriptures that state that the High Day 

Sabbath, was the 14th, Passover Day, as a Feast of YHVH is con-

sidered a Sabbath.  This is why the Men being Crucified had to 

be taken down by that Evening, etc.
