BETTER THAN NOTHING. 

WHICH IS WHAT WE NOW GET FROM THEM. THEY RECENTLY REVAMPED THEIR SERVICE 

AND ELIMINATED THOSE NEWS MINUTES AND JUST ABOUT EVERYTHING ELSE THAT WE 

USED ON A DAILY BASIS. 

AS I EXPLORED OUR OPTIONS I FOUND THAT NOT ONLY ARE THERE NO OTHER OPTIONS 

AVAILABLE FOR STATE AND LOCAL NEWS BUT THAT SOME CHRISTIAN RADIO STATIONS 

WERE DROPPING NEWSCASTS ENTIRELY. THAT’S NOT WHAT I WANTED TO HEAR.

IMMEDIATELY WE WILL NO LONGER BE ABLE TO AIR ANY STATE OR LOCAL NEWS. WE 

WILL CONTINUE TO AIR WORLD AND NATIONAL NEWS AS DELIVERED BY SRN NEWS.
