TRANSFORM YOUR LIFE THROUGH GIFTS OF THE 
SPIRIT 

 
Timing is everything they say, and we often put things off 
until a “better time.  The exiles returning form Babylon to a 

desolate Jerusalem certainly didn’t 
feel that it was time to rejoice.  How 
demoralizing it must have been to 
return home only to find it laid 
waste.  Hearing Isaiah’s enthusiastic 
words, people must have thought 

him daft.  Centuries later, Jesus had just begun His minis-
try;  His “hour” - His passion and what followed—was long 
in the future.  Attending a neighbor’s wedding (Cana was 
nine miles north of Nazareth) did not seem to be a time to 
begin manifesting His glory.  But despite the timing, He 
acted.  Three years later Jesus the bridegroom would con-
summate His marriage to His bride the Church at “His 
hour,” on the cross, when He gave His life for humanity. 
 
According to John, it was just three days after his baptism 
that Jesus attended this wedding at Cana.  In the presence 
of His newly called disciples, He transformed the water 
into wine.  At the Last Supper, 
in the presence of all His dis-
ciples for the last time before 
His death, Jesus changed the 
wine into His blood.  Today, 
at this Eucharistic feast, gath-
ered with fellow disciples and 
in the presence of the Lord, 
once again the wine is transformed into His blood.  John 
says what happened in Cana was the beginning of Jesus’ 
signs.  But as we witness today and every time we gather 
for the Eucharist, there is no end to these signs. 
 
In partaking in the Eucharist, we are transformed by 
Christ’s body and Blood.  No matter how we feel abut our-
selves, we are not forsaken or desolate.  We are God’s chil-
dren, each a cause for God’s rejoicing, continually trans-
formed and renewed in holiness as Christians.

“If every flower wanted to be a rose,” wrote St. Therese of 
Lisieux, “spring would lose its loveliness.” 
 
Who is God asking you to be today?  There is an obvious answer 
that springs to mind right out of the gate. God wants me to be a 
good person (a good father, a good husband) today;  today, God 
wants me to be a saint. 
 
But this answer fails to get to the heart of the question.  We are all 
striving today to serve the same Spirit, but we are given different 
gifts to do so.  The one who has the gift of knowledge may fail if 
today he decides he wants to be a healer.  The one who has the 
gift of “varieties of tongues” might falter in the expression of 
wisdom. 
 
Think about the wedding at Cana and the players in the scene: the 
servers, the guests, the bride and groom.  They all have a unique 
role to play, and though it is to the servers that Mary gives the 
instruction, “Do whatever he tells you,” her words apply to all. 
 
Today, are we called to be the servers — do we wait on God’s 
instruction and carry it out, no matter how foolish or impossible it 
may seem to our human ears?  Are we asked to be the disciples, to 
bear witness to a miracle and to give our testimony?  Are we 
called to imitate the Blessed Mother herself and give 
encouragement to follow God’s word? 
 
Let us examine our gifts and listen in the silence of our hearts to 
the direction of the Spirit. Then and only then, let us do whatever 
He tells us.
