THE WEATHER IS CHANGING

hoodies or sweatshirts when dressing your child for school

IMPORTANT DATES

become ill). If your child becomes ill while at school, you will be called to come and pick him/her up. Your child must be
medication- free (including cold medication, Tylenol, Advil, etc.) for 24 hours prior to the start of class time.

LEARNING THROUGH PLAY

Are you wondering why playdough is such an important
staple in our classroom? Here are a few things your child
gains from this satisfying sensory experience. Playdough
can help children
to:

Develop hand, eye, arm and body coordination, and
strengthen finger and hand muscles through
squeezing, patting, pounding, rolling, poking,
pinching, and cutting with scissors

Dramatize about food and cooking and identify with
the role of family cook

Be successful – playdough is easy to mould and
manipulate
