Father Sam’s Corner
Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 11:1-13

In today’s Gospel the Apostles asked Jesus-their master to teach them how to pray. Then as his students Jesus
wants them to know about the guideline, power and potential in prayer. Let us look at the guideline that Jesus
taught them to follow as they pray. The first guideline is to recognize God’s Holiness. Thus, when he said to
them “When you pray, say: Father, hallowed be your name,” he was telling them in their prayer they must first
accept that God’s name is sacred, so they must not call the name of the Lord in vain. Rather, they must come
to Him in prayer with reverence and respect.

Then after the recognition of his presence and holiness, they must recognize the supremacy of the will and
power of God over our will and other powers in the world. By recognition of the supremacy of God’s power
and will, we are at the same time humbling ourselves before him. Thus, by saying: “Your kingdom come,
your will be done on earth as it is in heaven,” we are saying to God that we want His will and not our will be
done in the prayer points we are about to present to Him. In this second guideline Jesus is teaching us that
prayer is the best channel to invite God into our life’s situations, and to do that we must humbly submit our
will over the situation to the will of God. Another important thing Jesus wants us to learn is faith. We must
have strong faith in God. In other words, we must have a strongly belief that God has the power to change
things and to change us, for without this humble belief in God we will find it difficult to submit ourselves to
His will. After submitting our will to His, we then present our prayer points.

Then in presenting our prayer points Jesus encouraged his disciples to pray for both their material and spiritual
welfare. Consequently in, “Give us each day our daily bread,” we are asking God to provide for our daily
material needs. Although the disciples were good people, Jesus still wanted them to recognize they were not
perfect beings, so as they pray they should recognize their imperfection. For this reason they should ask God
for the grace to forgive anyone indebted to them so that God could forgive their own sins in the same way. Of
course, the disciples knew they were imperfect humans; thus, they said to Jesus, “Lord, teach us to pray.”

Like the disciples none of us are perfect at prayer, but as we take steps to grow spiritually in our prayer life,
the impact is incredible. Let us become more and more people of prayer is the fastest means of inviting God
into any situation we find ourselves.

Father Sam’s Corner
Decimoséptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Lucas 11:1-13

En el Evangelio de hoy los Apdstoles le piden a Jesus, su maestro, que les ensefie a orar. Entonces, como sus
estudiantes, Jesus quiere que sepan acerca de la guia, el poder y el potencial de la oraciéon. Miremos la pauta
que Jesus les ensefio a seguir mientras oraban. La primera directriz es reconocer la Santidad de Dios. Asi,
cuando les dijo: “Cuando oréis, decid: Padre, santificado sea tu nombre”, les estaba diciendo en su oracion que
primero debian aceptar que el nombre de Dios es sagrado, por lo que no debian invocar el nombre del Sefor
en vano. Mas bien, deben acudir a El en oracion con reverencia y respeto.

Luego, después del reconocimiento de su presencia y santidad, deben reconocer la supremacia de la voluntad
y el poder de Dios sobre nuestra voluntad y otros poderes en el mundo. Al reconocer la supremacia del poder
y la voluntad de Dios, al mismo tiempo nos estamos humillando ante ¢l. Asi, al decir: “Venga tu reino, hagase
tu voluntad en la tierra como en el cielo”, le estamos diciendo a Dios que queremos que se haga su voluntad y
no la nuestra en los puntos de oracidon que estamos a punto de presentarle. En esta segunda directriz Jesus nos
estd ensefiando que la oracion es el mejor canal para invitar a Dios a las situaciones de nuestra vida, y para
hacerlo debemos someter humildemente nuestra voluntad sobre la situacion a la voluntad de Dios. Otra cosa
importante que Jesus quiere que aprendamos es la fe. Debemos tener una fe fuerte en Dios. En otras palabras,
debemos tener una fuerte creencia en que Dios tiene el poder de cambiar las cosas y de cambiarnos a nosotros,
pues sin esta humilde creencia en Dios nos sera dificil someternos a Su voluntad. Después de someter nuestra
voluntad a la Suya, presentamos nuestros puntos de oracion.

Luego, al presentar nuestros puntos de oracidn, Jesus animo a sus discipulos a orar por su bienestar material y
espiritual. Por consiguiente, en “El pan nuestro de cada dia, danoslo cada dia”, le estamos pidiendo a Dios
que provea para nuestras necesidades materiales diarias. Aunque los discipulos eran buenas personas, Jests
todavia queria que reconocieran que no eran seres perfectos, asi que al orar deberian reconocer su
imperfeccion. Por eso deben pedir a Dios la gracia de perdonar a cualquiera que les deba, para que Dios les
perdone los propios pecados de la misma manera. Por supuesto, los discipulos sabian que eran humanos
imperfectos; por eso le dijeron a Jesus: “Sefior, enséfianos a orar”. Como los discipulos, ninguno de nosotros
es perfecto en la oracion, pero a medida que damos pasos para crecer espiritualmente en nuestra vida de
oracion, el impacto es increible. Hagamonos cada vez mas personas de oracion es el medio mas rapido para
invitar a Dios a cualquier situacion en la que nos encontremos.
