Minutes of Board of Trustees Meeting 
July 9, 2014
Village President Drake called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. Village President Drake lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United State of America. The following trustees were present for roll call:  Brockhouse, Newell, Surratt, Hamilton and French. Also present were Village Treasurer Wendy Bridgewater, Village Clerk Rhea Drake, Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann (entered at 7:27pm.), Police Chief Tyler Aring, Village Attorney Allen Yow, Tracy and Lance Leetham, Mercy Bishop and Anita Knox.

Minutes – 

Minutes of the June 11, 2014 meeting were reviewed and Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the minutes and Trustee Newell                                               second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Special Meeting Minutes- 
Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the special minutes of June 5, 2014, and Trustee French second.  The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Executive Minutes –  

Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the executive minutes of June 11, 2014 and Trustee Hamilton second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Bills and Transfers – 

President Drake presented the bills and transfers totaling $23,741.29. Trustee Hamilton made a motion to approve the bills and transfers and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call vote, the following votes were cast; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Hamilton, yes and Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Financial Report- 

President Drake presented the financial report.  Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee French second motion. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Surratt, yes; French, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.

Water Superintendent’s Report-

A report was turned in by Richard Albers and presented by Village President Drake.  Richard did regular maintenance for water and sewer plant, also regular monthly water meter readings for billing.  Routinely checking water samples and sending EPA water samples for testing and checking water pump stations, daily rounds of testing water. 

Richard and team repaired culvert on Poplar and French St, spread grass seed on dirt at water tower, poured concrete splash pad for water tower. Reset air compressor at tower, miscellaneous mowing and returned to reset the air compressors again at tower and patched streets on North Cooper, Morgan, Elm, French and Congress. Alicia returned on 6/23 to reset pumps, broken clamp and router was bad in control panel, to restart skid A running took old dehumidify to tower. On 6/24 skid B not working. Jim Russell was called to work on Skids to find problem.  

Richard finished month end water reports, back washed several times in the month.  Mike Newell a Chapin church member asked for the church entrance on village property to have, gravel spread on both sides of the sidewalk over the culvert.  Trustee Hamilton made a motion to approve the report and Trustee French second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes, and Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Rescue Squad Report-

No report submitted by CARS, except an inventory list of equipment by Bryce McCormick.  
Fire Department Report-

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann submitted a report for the fire department. A 

meeting was held on June 12, 2014 as a short discussion was held, Nick Gregory has resigned due to moving out of the area. After the meeting the hose testing was completed on all hoses.  CVFD assisted Arenzville Fire Department with July 4th Fireworks of parking cars at Triopia School.  

The next Special Fire district meeting will be on August 20, 2014, at 7:00 p.m. Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Hamilton second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Police Report-
Police Chief Tyler Aring submitted a police report; hours worked by Tyler, 5; Ryan, 3; Alex, 0.  A total of 9 traffic stops, 3 citations, 6 warnings and no arrests. Fines collected $213.75, E-Citation $4.00 and Police vehicle $20.00. Researching cost of a new police car, hiring additional police officers. Trustees asked Tyler to have the police officers to work a minimum of 5 hours each week. Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee French second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; French, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Public Safety Committee Report- 

No report submitted.

Crisis Emergency Management Report –
The Morgan County Multi-Jurisdictional Natural Hazards Mitigation Planning document is available for review at the office, and you have the resolution to adopt the plan as part of the Village Crisis Emergency Management.  Bryce reported that there is a slight possibility of funding for a Law Enforcement Airplane for Chapin. Trustee Surratt made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell and Surratt, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Old Business

Water Upgrade/Utility project-

Jamie Headen of Benton and Associates, Inc. submitted a progress report of the water plant. One of the dehumidifiers was not working properly that there is too much moisture in the building, the east air compressor was not operating right and there was a representative on site that has ordered new material and will return ASAP per work order.  

Invoices were submitted from CDM Smith for work from September 2013 of $3,027.50 and January 2014 for final shop drawing reviews of $1,925.48.

A letter was written to Barry Reed of Leander Construction in regards to the failure of equipment on Skid A and Skid B. This equipment failure is causing undesirable condensation in the water treatment plant. There has been a request of this unit as soon as possible. The continued failure of these couplers is unacceptable to the Village of Chapin and does not comply with the design specifications and performance requirements in contract documents; this was stated in the document sent Jamie Headen of Benton & Associates. 

President Drake reported there were no bids received for the Village Chapin Fire Department building roof repair. 

New Business
Appropriation Ordinance 2014-3 was presented and Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the ordinance and Trustee Surratt second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Hamilton, yes, Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the Adoption of an ordinance and resolution accepting and approving a present worth value agreement for the jurisdictional transfer of roadways with the Illinois State Department of Transportation and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes, Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Hamilton, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the adoption of an ordinance accepting and approving an agreement (non-present worth value) for the jurisdictional transfer of roadways with the Illinois Department of Transportation and Trustee Hamilton second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; French, yes; Hamilton, yes, Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
An ordinance pertaining to chickens being kept in the village was discussed at the meeting.  Trustees discussed allowing residents to keep chickens in the village with certain limits such as no roosters and a limit of how many chickens a household can have. Trustee Surratt was asked to create some guide lines to be voted on at the August meeting.   

Trustees discussed contacting, IL Road Contractors to oil and chip certain streets in Chapin. Village President Drake will contact IL Road Contractors. 

Trustee Newell made a motion to approve hiring Leslie Forsman to work 10-12 hours per week as needed this summer for updating the Chapin web page at $9.50 an hour and Trustee French second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; French, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell and Surratt, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Trustees discussed the Special Olympics Tournament using the Chapin Ball field would be allowed. A $5.00 deposit will occur if key is needed for lights and refunded if the key is returned.  

Trustees discussed a new air conditioner unit for water tower.  It was decided to table this item until next month. 

Mike Newell asked for the Chapin Church for the use of cones from the rescue squad and police department for the 5K run for Chapin Big County Days event.  

Lance and Tracy Leetham are requesting an variance ordinance hearing for measurement of property they purchased at 120 East Superior St. Chapin, IL. Hearing will be conducted on 8/13/2014 at 6:30 pm.
