FATHER SAM’S CORNER
August 26, 2018

21st Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: John 6:60—-69

Do you also want to leave me? (John 60:67)

Are you leaving me? This is a question commonly asked when our beloved is planning to leave for one
reason or the other. The relationship between Christ and his disciples became a little dicey when Jesus told them
“Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life
within you” (John 6:53). After listening to this teaching John said the Jews murmured and asked “how can this
man give us his flesh to eat” and the disciples said, “this saying is hard; who can accept it?” Because of this
many of his “disciples left him and returned to their former way of life” (John 6:52, 6:66).

Some of Jesus’ disciples left him because their faith was challenged by this hard teaching. The faith of
the twelve apostles was also challenged yet they remained with him because they believed their master will not
deceive them. Thus, when Jesus turned and asked them, “Do you also want to leave?” Simon Peter answered
him, “Master, to whom shall we go? You have the word of eternal life. We have come to believe and are con-
vinced that you are the Holy One of God” (John 6:67-69).

This is a faith in action! Peter’s response is an example of faith. The message was hard to the apostles’
comprehension yet they did not go. They remained with him because they trusted he will not lead them astray.
They didn’t give up because they believed he is the Holy One of God and he has the words of eternal life. Faith is
when we don’t understand the full mystery of God yet we believe Him. Faith is a strong trust that God will not
deceive us in what was revealed to us in His word, His Church or in His son or even in our lives.

Like the Jews, disciples and the twelve apostles, anything can challenge our faith including some divine
teachings. To some the challenge may come from the Church’s teaching or what is not going well in the body of
Christ-the Church. Many people’s faith are being tested by sickness, lack of material goods or even death as we
speak now. No matter what is squeezing our faith now, today’s gospel is telling us that Christ is still with us just
as he stayed with his disciples when their faith were tested by his teaching. Jesus doesn’t want anyone to leave
Jfor any reason. He was disappointed that the Jews and some of his disciples—the first people that received this
gospel—could leave him; hence, he asked his twelve apostles, are you also leaving me? So whatever the chal-
lenge of our faith might be today our loving Father-God-is asking us in His Son, are you giving up on me? Are
you leaving my Church? Are you stopping praying and loving me? God has not given up on you. Be patient
with Him until he fully reveals himself in your life just as the apostles waited patiently and he showed himself
clearer to them in the breaking of the bread.

Tu, tambien deseas abandonarme? (Juan 60:67)

Estas abandonandome...es una pregunta que le hacemos a nuestros amigos, asociados, miembros de la familia
0 a nuestras parejas en nuestras relaciones humanas diarias. Es una pregunta normalmente hecha a el o ella cuando
observamos que la persona que amamos esta alejandose por alguna circunstancia. La relacion entre Crsito y sus Dis-
cipulos comenzo un poco dudosa cuando Jesus les dijo a ellos “Amen, amen, yo les digo, a menos que coman de la
carne del hijo de Dios y beban su sangre, no tendran vida eterna” (Juan 6:53). Despues de escuchar esta ensenanza,
Juan dijo los Judios murmuraban y se preguntaban “Como puede este hombre darnos su carne para comerla” y decian
los Discipulos, “Lo que esta diciendo es muy duro de aceptar, y muchos de sus Discipulos lo abandonaron y retor-
naron a su antiguo modo de vida” (Juan 6:52, 6:66).

Algunos de los Discipulos lo abandonaron a El, cuando la Fe de ellos cambio por sus Fuertes ensenanzas. La
Fe de los 12 Apostoles tambien sufrio en cambio, pero, ellos profundamente creian que su Maestro no los enganaria.
Ademas, cuando Jesus les pregunto a ellos, “Ustedes tambien desean abandonarme?” Simon Pedro le respondio,
“Maestro, con quien iremos? Si, usted es el que tiene la palabra de la vida eterna. Debemos estar convencidos y creer
que Tu eres el Unico Santo de Dios.” (Juan 6:67-69).

Esta es una accion de Fe! La respuesta de Pedro es un ejemplo de Fe. El mensaje es fuerte para la compren-
sion de los Apostoles que todavia no se habian alejado. Ellos todavia tenian Fe en el y confiaban en El porque no los
llevaria por un camino equivocado. Ellos no se rendian porque Ellos creian en que El era el Unico Santo de Dios y El
tenia y tiene la palabra de la vida eterna. Fe es cuando no entendemos la profundidad del misterio de Dios, pero, aun
creemos en El. Fe es una verdad muy profunda de que Dios decidira cuando nos la revelara a nosotros en su palabra,
Su Iglesia, su Hijo o incluso hasta en nuestras vidas.

Asi como los Judios, Discipulos y los doce Apostoles, cualquiera puede cambiar nuestra Fe incluyendo nues-
tras divinas ensenanzas. Algunos cambios podrian venir de las ensenanzas de la Iglesia o cuando algo no esta yendo
bien en el cuerpo de la Iglesia de Cristo. Muchas personas estan siendo probadas en su Fe mediante enfermedades,
carentes de cosas materiales o hasta en la muerte, como hemos comentado. No importa que es lo que nos esta opri-
miendo nuestra Fe ahora, en el Evangelio de hoy Cristo nos esta diciendo que El sigue entre nosotros tal y como estu-
vo con sus Discipulos cuando su Fe fue probada por sus ensenanzas. Jesus no desea que ninguno lo deje por
cualquier motive. El estuvo muy decepcionado ya que los Judios y algunos de sus Discipulos-los primeros que reci-
bieron el Evangelio lo abandonaron, por lo tanto, El pregunto a sus doce Apostoles, Ustedes van a abandonarme?
Cualquiera que sea el cambio de nuestra Fe, podria preguntarnos nuestro Padre-Dios en su unigenito Hijo, Estas
rindiendote? Estas dejando mi Iglesia? Estas dejando de orar y abandonandome? Dios no desea vernos rendido.
Sean pacientes con El hasta que su verdad nos sea revelada en sus vidas por El mismo asi que seamos pacientes como
fueron sus Apostoles que esperaron pacientemente y El les mostro su vida en el compartir del pan.
