Today as we peer once again into your empty tomb, 

remind us of all you have told us, and then guide our 

feet to follow. Fill the empty tombs of our hearts 

with your love that cannot be contained. Breathe 

new life into us, into your church, into your world, 

and overcome our fear of change so that we too may 

be found among the living. Turn our expectations 

upside down, and lead us into the new and different 

world you are creating, even now, even here. Amen.
