Mumbai, April 24 (IANS) International crude oil pric-
es surged on Friday, rising up to 2 per cent amid esca-
lating tensions in the Middle East, even after a unilater-
al ceasefire announcement from the US. The global oil
benchmark Brent crude advanced about 2 per cent to
$107 per barrel, while US West Texas Intermediate
(WTI) crude increased nearly 2 per cent to $97.6 from

the previous close.

In the domestic market, crude oil on the Multi Com-
modity Exchange (MCX) was trading at Rs 9,077, down

1 per cent or nearly Rs 100.

This week, Brent crude has jumped as much as

18.83 per cent to trade around the

107 mark so far

against the previous Friday’s closing. Similarly, US WTI
has witnessed a 17 per cent gain during the week.

Commodity experts said that ongoing disruptions in
the Strait of Hormuz continue to fuel volatility, keeping
the near-term bias cautiously bullish.

For global oil commodities, they said immediate re-
sistance is seen at $99, and a sustained breakout could
extend gains towards $104.50, with further upside po-

tential up to $110, adding that on the downside,

95

remains key support, while $90.80-$88.50 acts as a

stronger base.

Though the overall bias remains cautiously bullish,
contingent on geopolitical developments, the experts
noted. Moreover, US President Donald Trump has re-
portedly stated that he would not use a nuclear weap-

on in the war against Iran.

New Delhi, April 24 (IANS)AIl engineering job
postings in India grew 59.5 per cent year-on-year,
higher than even US, UK, France, and Germany,
as demand expands beyond traditional hubs into
emerging cities, a report said on Friday. The re-
port from LinkedIn said Bengaluru and Hydera-
bad remain leading metros for Al hiring, sustain-
ing hiring momentum, while growth is extending
into cities such as Vijayawada.

Cities saw strong growth in Al engineering hir-
ing, with Hyderabad up 51 per cent and Vijayawa-
da up 45.5 per cent year-on-year.

Fastest-growing Al skills amongst Small and
Medium-sized Businesses (SMBs) in India include
Al Agents, Al Productivity, Azure Al Studio reflect-
ing rising demand for applied, execution-focussed
capabilities, the report said.

In industries such as manufacturing, Al Agents
and Al Prompting are emerging as critical skills
to strengthen employability.

The growth in Al engineering hiring stemmed
from rapid Al adoption across organisations of all
sizes. Large enterprises continue to lead employ-
ing the highest share of Al talent as they invest in
infrastructure, governance, and large-scale de-
ployment, the report noted.

Gold and silver prices slip nearly

1 pc amid geopolitical tensions

Mumbai, April 24 (IANS) Gold and silver pric-
es started the session on a weaker note on Fri-
day, with both precious metals declining by near-
ly 1 per cent in early trade on the Multi Commod-
ity Exchange (MCX). Gold futures for June 5
opened 0.39 per cent or Rs 594 lower at Rs
1,51,167 per 10 grams compared to the previous
close of Rs 1,51,761.

Later, the yellow metal touched an intra-day
low of Rs 1,50,750, down 0.66 per cent or Rs
1,011. At the last count, it was trading at Rs
1,51,449, a decrease of Rs 312 or 0.21 per cent.
During the session so far, gold has touched an
intra-day high of Rs 1,51,457.

On the other hand, silver futures for May 5
declined as much as 0.95 per centor Rs 2,313 to
Rs 2,39,200, an intraday low. The white metal
was trading at Rs 2,41,345, down Rs 168 or 0.07
per cent. It recorded an intraday high of Rs
2,41,382, down 0.05 per cent or Rs 131.

In the international market, precious metals
also witnessed selling pressure. COMEX gold
was down nearly 1 per cent at $4,684 per ounce,
while COMEX silver also slipped around 1 per
cent to $74.81 per ounce.

According to commaodity analysts, gold and
silver prices are under pressure due to a stron-
ger US dollar, rising bond yields, and uncertainty
over geopolitical tensions in the Middle East.

They further said that crude oil moving back
above $100 per barrel has raised inflation con-
cerns, adding to pressure on precious metals.

Moreover, Brent crude was trading at more
than $100 per barrel or 2 per cent higher.

Equity benchmarks Sensex and Nifty also
traded up to 1 per cent lower in early trade on
Friday.

S. Korea to designate 10 cities to
serve as startup hubs by 2027

Seoul, April 24 (IANS) The government will
designate 10 cities to serve as major hubs for
startup ecosystems by next year in a bid to pro-
mote balanced regional growth and create more
jobs for young people, the finance ministry here
said on Friday. It will first designate four cities
that house the country's major science institutes
-- Daejeon, Daegu, Gwangju and Ulsan -- as star-
tup hubs this year, and name six more cities out-
side of the greater Seoul area with such potential

next year, according to the Ministry of Finance
and Economy. The initiative was announced at a
meeting on the economy and strategy on boost-
ing startup ecosystem.

The ministry said the initiative aims to help
promote balanced regional growth as the coun-
try's startup infrastructure is mainly focused in
Seoul, while other regions are suffering an out-
flow of population due to the lack of industrial in-
frastructure, reports Yonhap news agency.

South Korea ranks No. 20 across the world in
terms of startup ecosystem competitiveness, with
massive investment in research and development
(R&amp;D) projects and active patent applica-
tions, but only has three cities listed in top 500
startup cities, the ministry said, citing data from
global startup ecosystem research platform Star-
tupBlink.
