RESOLVED that the Village of Newark authorizes and appropriates a 

minimum of 20% local match as required by the Engineering Planning 

Grant Program for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection Study. 

Under the Engineering Planning Grant Program, this local match must 

be at least 20% of the grant award of $30,000. The source of the local 

match, and any amount in excess of the required match, shall be the 

sewer fund. The maximum local match shall not exceed $6,000 based 

upon a total estimated maximum project cost of $36,000. The Mayor 

may increase this local match through the use of in kind services with-

out further approval from the Village of Newark. 
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Motion Trustee Vermeulen, seconded Trustee Blodgett and carried 

unanimously to approve the following:  

WHEREAS, Title 6 of the New York Code of Rules and Regulations 

(6 NYCRR) Section 617.5 under the State Environmental Quality Re-

view Act (SEQR) provides that certain actions identified in subdivision 

(c) of that section are not subject to environmental review under the 

Environmental Conservation Law; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT: 

 

RESOLVED that the Village of Newark hereby determines that the 

proposed Wastewater Treatment Plant Disinfection Study is a Type II 

action in accordance with 6 NYCRR Section 617.5(c)(24) which con-

stitute(s) the information collection including basic data collection and 

research, water quality and pollution studies, traffic counts, engineering 

studies, surveys, subsurface investigations and soils studies that do not 

commit the agency to undertake, fund or approve any Type I or Unlist-

ed action, and 6 NYCRR Section 617.5(c)(27) conducting concurrent 

environmental, engineering, economic, feasibility and other studies and 

preliminary planning and budgetary processes necessary to the formu-

lation of a proposal for action, provided those activities do not commit 

the agency to commence, engage in or approve such action, and is 

therefore not subject to further review under 6 NYCRR Part 617. 

 

Motion Trustee Bendix, seconded Trustee Schober and carried unani-

mously to approve the Proposal for Professional Services from MRB 

Group to prepare a Preliminary Engineering Report for the Village of 

Newark related to the WWTP Disinfection process at a cost not to ex-

ceed $24,900.00. 

 

Motion Trustee Blodgett, seconded Trustee Bendix and carried unani-

mously to accept the Nonpoint Source Planning Grant Number 93615 

from the NYS DEC to perform the Perkins Park Green Infrastructure 

Feasibility Study. 

 

Motion Trustee Bendix, seconded Trustee Blodgett and carried unani-

mously to accept the lowest quote of $16, 890.00 from Geneva Glass to 

install the replacement doors/frames  on the east and west side of the 

Fire Department building. 

 

Motion Trustee Vermeulen, seconded Trustee Blodgett and carried 

unanimously to declare surplus the sixteen 120/277 V High Bay light 

fixtures from the DPW Operations Center, and to dispose of at FMV.
