FATHER SAM’S CORNER

June 23, 2019

The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ
Gospel: Luke 9:11b-17

Eucharist: The Holy Communion that assimilates Us into the Body of Christ

According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, Eucharist is called “Holy Communion, because by this
sacrament we unite ourselves to Christ, who makes us sharers in his Body and Blood to form his single body. We also
call it: the holy things (ta hagia; sancta) - the first meaning of the phrase "communion of saints" in the Apostles' Creed -
the bread of angels, bread from heaven, medicine of immortality, viaticuam” (CCC Para 1331). Therefore, the Body of
Christ we receive in the Holy Communion is spiritual food, just as rice/water is our material food.

The difference is that unlike in the biological process where our body system digests, assimilates and turns
material food into our physical body, in Holy Communion (Body and Blood of Christ), there is spiritual process
whereby the Eucharist assimilates us and unites us to Christ and turns us into his single body. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church vividly captures this by stating:

What material food produces in our bodily life, Holy Communion wonderfully achieves in our spiritual life.
Communion with the flesh of the risen Christ, a flesh "given life and giving life through the Holy Spirit,"
preserves, increases, and renews the life of grace received at Baptism. This growth in Christian life needs the
nourishment of Eucharistic Communion, the bread for our pilgrimage until the moment of death, when it will be
given to us as viaticum” (CCC Para 1392).

Because we are formed into single Body of Christ by our worthy reception of his Body and Blood, when we die
we will be raised into eternal life by the death by Christ just as he was raised after his own death. Perhaps this is why
Christ said: “Anyone who eats this bread (his Body—FEucharist) will live for ever” (John 6:51). He went on: “In truth I
tell you, if you do not eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his blood, you have no life in you. Anyone who does eat
my flesh and drink my blood has eternal life, and I shall raise that person up on the last day” (John 6:53-54). Therefore,
salvation or eternal life is the end result/fruit of the Holy Communion (Body and Blood of Christ) we receive.

What a wonderful and loving God we serve! God loves us so much to offer His only Son-Jesus Christ for our
salvation. And what a humble and caring savior Christ is, for turning his Body and Blood into spiritual food and energy
for our heavenly pilgrimage! No wonder we, who believe in Christ and receive his Body and Blood, are called: “a
chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God's special possession” ( I Peter 2:9). Saint Peter further said that we
are blessed in this manner not out of merit but so that we may praise God who called us “out of darkness into his
wonderful light” (1 Peter 2:9). In other words, the feast of the Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi) reminds
us that we should always approach the table of the Eucharist with a clean soul, filled with joy and praises. The question
is do we feel so whenever we come forward to receive the Body and Blood of Christ during communion? Happy feast
of the Corpus Christi!

Solemnidad del Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo
Evangelio: Lucas 9:11b-17

Eucaristia: la Santa Comunion que nos asimila en el Cuerpo de Cristo.

De acuerdo con el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica, la Eucaristia se llama “Santa Comunion, porque por este
sacramento nos unimos a Cristo, quien nos hace participes en su Cuerpo y Sangre para formar su Gnico cuerpo.
También lo llamamos: las cosas santas (ta hagia; sancta) - el primer significado de la frase "comunion de santos" en el
Credo de los Apostoles - el pan de los angeles, el pan del cielo, la medicina de la inmortalidad, el viatico "(CCC Para
1331). Por lo tanto, el Cuerpo de Cristo que recibimos en la Santa Comunioén es un alimento espiritual, asi como el
arroz / agua es nuestro alimento material.

La diferencia es que, a diferencia del proceso biologico en el que nuestro sistema corporal digiere, asimila y
convierte los alimentos materiales en nuestro cuerpo fisico, en la Sagrada Comunién (Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo), existe
un proceso espiritual mediante el cual la Eucaristia nos asimila y nos une a Cristo. y nos convierte en su tinico cuerpo.
El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica captura esto vividamente al afirmar:

Lo que el alimento material produce en nuestra vida corporal, la Sagrada Comunion logra maravillosamente en
nuestra vida espiritual. La comunion con la carne de Cristo resucitado, una carne "vida dada y vida por medio del
Espiritu Santo", preserva, aumenta y renueva la vida de gracia recibida en el bautismo. Este crecimiento en la vida
cristiana necesita el alimento de la Comunion Eucaristica, el pan para nuestro peregrinaje hasta el momento de la
muerte, cuando nos sera dado como viatico ”’(CCC Para 1392).

Debido a que somos formados en un solo Cuerpo de Cristo por nuestra digna recepcion de su Cuerpo y Sangre,
cuando morimos, seremos resucitados a la vida eterna por la muerte de Cristo tal como fue resucitado después de su
propia muerte. Quizas es por eso que Cristo dijo: “Cualquiera que coma este pan (su Cuerpo — Eucaristia) vivira para
siempre” (Juan 6:51). Continué: “En verdad, te digo que si no comes la carne del Hijo del hombre y no bebes su sangre,
no tienes vida en ti. Cualquiera que coma mi carne y beba mi sangre tiene vida eterna, y la criaré el ultimo dia ”(Juan
6:53-54). Por lo tanto, la salvacion o la vida eterna es el resultado final / fruto de la Santa Comunién (Cuerpo y Sangre
de Cristo) que recibimos.

iQué maravilloso y amoroso Dios servimos! Dios nos ama tanto para ofrecer a su tinico Hijo Jesucristo por
nuestra salvacion. Y qué salvador y humilde es Cristo, por convertir su Cuerpo y su Sangre en alimento y energia
espiritual para nuestro peregrinaje celestial! No es de extrafiar que nosotros, que creemos en Cristo y recibimos su
Cuerpo y Sangre, se nos llame: “un pueblo elegido, un sacerdocio real, una nacion santa, la posesion especial de Dios” (1
Pedro 2:9). San Pedro dijo ademas que somos bendecidos de esta manera, no por mérito, sino para que podamos alabar
a Dios que nos llamo "de las tinieblas a su maravillosa luz" (1 Pedro 2:9). En otras palabras, la fiesta del Cuerpo Santo
y la Sangre de Cristo (Corpus Christi) nos recuerda que siempre debemos acercarnos a la mesa de la Eucaristia con un
alma limpia, llena de alegria y alabanzas. La pregunta es, ;nos sentimos asi cada vez que nos acercamos para recibir el
Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo durante la comunion? jFeliz fiesta del Corpus Christi!

Important Extracts from Diocesan June Pastoral Bulletin / Extractos importantes del Boletin pastoral
diocesano de junio:

3. June 28-30: Two more solemnities are celebrated consecutively: the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus on Friday,
June 28, followed by Saints Peter and Paul, Apostles, on June 29. The two solemnities overlap on Friday
evening, but Sacred Heart takes precedence for evening Masses and for Evening Prayer (see Universal
Norms for the Liturgical Year and the Calendar, no. 61). Sunday, June 30 is the Thirteenth Sunday in
Ordinary Time; even though the solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul has a higher rank than a Sunday in
Ordinary Time, the fact that Sunday’s celebration is a day of precept means that Masses on Saturday
evening, June 29, should be anticipated Masses for Sunday. As regards the Liturgy of the Hours, there is
freedom that evening to choose whether to pray Evening Prayer II of Saints Peter and Paul or Evening
Prayer I of the Sunday.

3. 28-30 de junio: se celebran consecutivamente dos solemnidades mas: el Sagrado Corazén de Jesus el
viernes 28 de junio, seguido de los santos Pedro y Pablo, apostoles, el 29 de junio. Las dos solemnidades se
superponen el viernes por la noche, pero el Sagrado Corazon tiene prioridad para las misas vespertinas y
para la oracion vespertina (ver Normas universales para el afo litargico y el calendario, n. 61). El domingo
30 de junio es el decimotercer domingo del Tiempo Ordinario; a pesar de que la solemnidad de los santos
Pedro y Pablo tiene un rango mas alto que un domingo en el Tiempo Ordinario, el hecho de que la
celebracion del domingo sea un dia de precepto significa que las Misas en la noche del sabado 29 de junio
deben ser Misas anticipadas para el domingo. Con respecto a la Liturgia de las Horas, esa tarde hay libertad
para elegir si rezar la Oracion de la Tarde II de los Santos Pedro y Pablo o la Oracién de la Tarde I del
domingo.
