If you are interested in participating in the award please submit the
Application Form (posted on the Troop website on the Outings Tab
under the King Ranch Outing) with a note to our Scoutmaster
indicating your interest in participating in the award and outlining any
achievements or awards that you may have received from your
school, your religious organization and the community no later than
the 1* Tuesday in November.

If you are selected for the award you will be recognized at the bonfire;
you will receive an award plaque; and a credit for $400 that can be
used on any Scouting activity such as Outings, High Adventure trips or
Summer Camp.
