Bloomfield Police Department

Monthly Report for August 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of August 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.
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Kids Day Out – The annual 2016 “Kids Day Out” event was held at the municipal center on Saturday, August 27, 2016.  Even though there had been inclement weather the days prior and during the morning set up we were able to provide a fun filled day for approximately 500 children and their families.  I would like to thank all of our volunteers and sponsors, without their time and donations this event would not be possible.
On Monday, August 1, 2016 at approximately 4:51pm officers responded to a property damage only crash at the intersection of Hwy 120 and Bloomfield Road.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 61-year-old male was issued a traffic citation for failure to yield right of way from a stop sign.
On Tuesday, August 16, 2016 at approximately 1:40pm officers were alerted by a concerned citizen of a suspicious vehicle parked in some bushes on Rosewood Road.  It had been reported earlier in the day that three juveniles had stolen this vehicle from a location in Richland Center.  All three juveniles were taken into custody without incident within hours of the vehicle being located.  
On Friday, August 19, 2016 at approximately 2:04am officers responded to a residence in Pioneer Estates for a trespassing/bail jumping complaint.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 21-year-old male was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  A charge of Bail Jumping has been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s Office.
On Saturday, August 20, 2016 at approximately 3:30am officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy H in the area of Lake Geneva Hwy for several traffic infractions.  At the conclusion of the incident a 27-year-old male driver was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the driver was issued traffic citations for operating left of center, operating after revocation, operating a motor vehicle with a prohibited alcohol concentration and a non-traffic citation for possession of drug paraphernalia.
On Sunday, August 28, 2016 at approximately 2:56am officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy 50 in the area of Eastside Road for a speeding violation.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 30-year-old male driver was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the driver was issued a citation for exceeding zone & posted limits.

On Tuesday, August 30, 2016 at approximately 4:48pm offices responded to a personal injury crash on Hwy H in the area of W. Post Road.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 59-year-old male driver was issued a citation for failure to yield right of way when making a left turn.

On Tuesday, August 30, 2016 at approximately 10:46pm officers received information from a concerned motorist of a possible intoxicated driver in the area of Orchid Dr. and Pell Lake Drive.  The vehicle was stopped and at the conclusion of the traffic stop a 36-year-old female was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.

On Wednesday, August 31, 2016 at approximately 3:59pm officers responded to a report of a vehicle versus bicycle hit & run accident on Hwy U south the Hwy 12 overpass.  The 15-year-old victim was transported to an 
area hospital where she was treated for non-life threatening injuries.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 32-year-old male driver was arrested and confined in the Walworth County jail.  Charges of causing injury by intoxicated use of a motor vehicle and hit & run have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s Office.  
During the month of August 2016 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 2 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $2,139.00 in outstanding forfeitures.

During the month of August 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 603 calls for service compared to 791 calls for service during the month of August 2015.  During the month of August 2016 the police department affected 79 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 107 arrests during the month of August 2015.
