Rainbows consist of light waves of differing wavelengths reflect-
ing and refracting off water droplets in the air, then dispersing at 
slightly different angles.  Without the rain droplets, there would 
be not rainbow.  The same rain that flooded the earth formed the 
rainbow that symbolized the promise that no such flood would 
ever occur again.  The sun, which had been blotted out during the 
forty days of devastating rain, now shone brightly on the droplets 
of rain to produce the benign bow.  
 
 
The covenant that God made with Noah and his family is unlike 
any other covenant or agreement ever made.  In other cases, one 
party can break the contract and it will become null and void.  
Not so with God’s covenant.  It survived the tower at Babel to be 
renewed with Abraham.  It continued despite the Israelites’ grum-
bling and disobedience and was renewed with Moses.  God re-
newed it with David and his descendants and fulfilled it in Jesus.  
Through all these generations, faithful or not, the covenant has 
kept God’s people tethered to God. 
 
 
Immediately after the Spirit descends upon Jesus when He is bap-
tized this same Spirit drives Him into the desert to be tempted by 
Satan.  Jesus withstands temptation, strengthening Him for His 
ministry, which He begins by proclaiming, “This is the time of 
fulfillment.  The kingdom of God is at hand.  Repent, and believe 
in the gospel” (Mark 1:15).  We may have heard the same words 
just a few days ago when we were signed with the ashes that were 
traced on our foreheads in the shape of that cross that Jesus ac-
cepted and asks us all to do as well.  May we be strengthened 
over these forty days so that we might carry our crosses.

BRING GOD’S BLESSING TO OTHERS 
 

Amos “was a shepherd and a dresser of sycamores” (Amos 
7:14).  Shepherds are few and far between these days, but 
they are certainly more common than dressers of sycamores.  
Dressing sycamore figs centuries ago meant climbing up to 

reach the fruit and slitting open the top 
to hasten its ripening and make the 
fruit sweeter.  It was a labor intensive 
process, but it greatly improved the 
fruit.  Amos had two jobs, neither easy 
but both important and God called him 
away from both to speak out against 

the authorities in Bethel.  These leaders grew indignant at 
prophets who came uninvited, for the court’s own prophets 
were expected to preach prosperity for the king and doom for 
enemies.  In his new role, however, Amos pierced the power 
of the rulers at the top so that the country could blossom and 
ripen.  Then he—together with the kings—could shepherd 
the people as a faithful nation. 
 
Today’s Gospel ends far differently from last week’s.  Mark 
tells us today that “the Twelve drove out many demons, and 
they anointed with oil many who were sick and cured 
them” (Mark 6:13).  Just last week, in Nazareth, Jesus “was 
not able to perform any mighty deed there, apart from curing 
a few sick people by laying His hands on them” (6:5).  First 
off, Mark emphasizes that faith enables the power of Jesus to 
be effective—”Daughter, your faith has saved you” (5:34)— 
and Nazareth held mostly skeptics.  But it is instructive to 
note that six pairs of disciples journey-
ing along six different routes were able 
to encounter many more people than 
one group of thirteen could.  As Jesus’ 
disciples in the twenty-first century, 
we can encounter, many, many more 
people.  In Baptism, we became part of 
the body of Christ, called and empowered to carry on Jesus’ 
mission, driving out evil and ministering to those in need. 
 
Talk about traveling light:  no change of clothes, no food, no 
bag, no money.  But what they brought was much greater.  
They brought the authority to drive out evil and to heal the 
sick.  By not being dependent on material things, they could 
place their dependence on God.  God gave them the authority 
they needed to carry out their mission and obviously that was 
enough, for their mission was successful.  Let us not concen-
trate on what we don’t have, but on what we do have, which 
Paul beautifully details:  adoption as a child of God, redemp-
tion by Christ’s blood, a share in God’s glory, forever.

Saint Kateri Tekakwitha                 July 14th 
Given the name Tekakwitha, baptized as Catherine and informally 
known as Lily of the Mohawks (1656 – April 17, 1680), is a Roman 
Catholic saint who was an Algonquin–Mohawk laywoman. 
Born in the Mohawk village of Ossernenon, on the south 
side of the Mohawk River, she contracted smallpox in an 
epidemic; her family died and her face was scarred. She 
converted to Roman Catholicism at age nineteen, when 
she was renamed Kateri, baptized in honor of Saint 
Catherine of Siena. Refusing to marry, she left her village 
and moved for the remaining 5 years of her life to the 
Jesuit mission village of Kahnawake, south of Montreal in 

New France, now Canada. 

Tekakwitha took a devout vow of perpetual virginity. Upon her death at 
the age of 24, witnesses said that minutes later her scars vanished and 
her face appeared radiant and beautiful. Known for her virtue of chastity 
and mortification of the flesh, as well as being shunned by some of her 
tribe for her religious conversion to Catholicism, she is the fourth Native 
American to be venerated in the Roman Catholic Church and the first to 

be canonized. 

Under the pontificate of Pope John Paul II, she was beatified in 1980 and 
canonized by Pope Benedict XVI at Saint Peter's Basilica on October 21, 
2012. Various miracles are attributed to her intercession. 

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP - RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY 
MOMENTS              What We Carry from Town to Town 

In my experience, there are two kinds of people:  the folks who kick off their 
shoes the second they walk through the door, and the ones who don’t. 
 

People can feel strongly about this on both sides.  The main thrust of the Shoes-
Off Brigade seems to be this: we track a lot of weird stuff on the soles of our feet. 
Little reminders of all the places we’ve been — whether it’s a private home or a 
public bathroom — cling to our shoes long after we leave. 
 

This same theory applies to our spiritual lives.  As human beings and as 
disciples, we visit a lot of figurative towns and pick up a lot of figurative dust. 
Sinfulness.  Shame.  Defeat.  Anger.  Fear.  Doubt.  No matter how hard we try to 
keep free of it, these things have a way of attaching themselves to us, sometimes 
without us even noticing.  We need to take a good look at what unhelpful and 
unconstructive baggage from our past we’re tracking into our present and future 
encounters.  
 

What is the “town” God is asking you to visit today in His name?  Is it a tough 

conversation with a friend, a brief witness to a stranger in the checkout line, a call 

to be present to someone in your family?  Before you go, remember, shake off 

the dust.  Don’t let a past disappointment constrain you.  Don’t allow yesterday’s 

failures or burdens to keep you from the joy of today’s witness, whatever form it 

might take.
