Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ the King
Gospel: Matthew 25:31-46

Christ’s Kingship Reflection

Today’s readings present dual Kingships of Christ, namely, a king of mercy and a king of justice. His first coming
portrays him more as a king of love and mercy. Then the message of his second coming in today’s readings shows him
as a king of justice. Let us explore how the three readings describe these dual kingship roles of Christ.

Ezekiel in the first reading foretold that the Lord and the king of Israel will come to look after his scattered sheep, as a
shepherd tends his flock. The prophecy was fulfilled in the event of the birth, ministry and death of Christ. Thus, Christ
was born to be a true God, true man, and true Messiah/shepherd to his people. He was born as God incarnate and lived
as a true man without sin to teach us how to live and manage our spiritual and human nature. As a humble king, he was
born in a poor home of Nazareth by poor and humble parents, yet his first birthday was celebrated by the visitation of
three kings from the East who offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh, gestures and symbols of his kingship.
To the amazement of the earthly kings before him, and the ruling class of his time, he came to serve and save his people
and not to be served. He freed the political captives, cured the sick, fed the hungry and died on the cross for the
salvation of his sheep. All these happened to fulfill the prophecy of Ezekiel in the first reading: “I myself will give them
rest says the Lord God. The lost I will seek out, the strayed I will bring back, the injured I will bind up, the sick I will
heal” (Ezekiel 34:15-16).

He entered Jerusalem as a king of heaven and earth to bring the message of his kingdom to the world. He taught the
world that his kingdom is the kingdom of peace, love and justice. Also he taught the world that the road to the kingdom
of God is found in his cross and practice of the spiritual and corporal works of mercy. He allowed himself to be
captured and killed to prove he is a king and shepherd who laid down his life for his flock, not like earthly kings who
command their followers to protect and lay down their lives for them. Then as Saint Paul says in the second reading,
after subjecting death and all principalities under authority in his death and resurrection, he ascended to the Father in a
kingly glory and announced his second coming as a king and judge.

Consequently, today’s Gospel announces to us that “When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with
him, he will sit upon his glorious throne” (Matthew 25:31) and he will judge all the nations based on how they lived and
practiced the virtues he taught the world by his words and deeds during his earthly ministry. No doubt, we are trying our
best to love, practice charity, and other virtues Christ taught us but the challenging question is: will the king find us still
living the principles of our faith when he comes.

Evangelio: Mateo 25:31-46

Reflexion del reinado de Cristo

Las lecturas de hoy presentan dos reinos de Cristo, a saber, un rey de misericordia y un rey de justicia. Su primera
venida lo retrata mas como un rey de amor y misericordia. Entonces, ¢l mensaje de su segunda venida en las lecturas de
hoy lo muestra como un rey de justicia. Exploremos como las tres lecturas describen estos roles duales de realeza de
Cristo.

Ezequiel en la primera lectura predijo que el Sefior y el rey de Israel vendran a cuidar de sus ovejas esparcidas, como un
pastor apacienta su rebafio. La profecia se cumplio6 en el evento del nacimiento, ministerio y muerte de Cristo. Por lo
tanto, Cristo nacid para ser un Dios verdadero, un verdadero hombre y un verdadero Mesias / pastor para su pueblo.
Nacio como Dios encarnado y vivido como un verdadero hombre sin pecado para ensefiarnos como vivir y administrar
nuestra naturaleza espiritual y humana. Como rey humilde, nacié en un hogar pobre de Nazaret de padres pobres y
humildes, sin embargo, su primer cumpleafios se celebrd con la visita de tres reyes de Oriente que le ofrecieron regalos
de oro, incienso y mirra, gestos y simbolos. de su realeza. Para asombro de los reyes terrenales que tenia ante él, y de la
clase dominante de su tiempo, vino para servir y salvar a su pueblo y no para ser servido. Libero a los cautivos politicos,
cur6 a los enfermos, aliment6 a los hambrientos y murid en la cruz por la salvacion de sus ovejas. Todo esto sucedid
para cumplir la profecia de Ezequiel en la primera lectura: “Yo mismo les haré descansar, dice el Sefior Dios. Buscar¢ a
los perdidos, traeré de vuelta a los descarriados, vendaré a los heridos, curaré a los enfermos ”(Ezequiel 34: 15-16).

Entro6 en Jerusalén como rey del cielo y de la tierra para llevar el mensaje de su reino al mundo. Le ensefié al mundo que
su reino es el reino de la paz, el amor y la justicia. También ensefi6 al mundo que el camino al reino de Dios se
encuentra en su cruz y la practica de las obras de misericordia espirituales y corporales. El permitié que lo capturaran y
lo mataran para demostrar que es un rey y pastor que dio su vida por su rebafo, no como los reyes terrenales que
ordenan a sus seguidores que los protejan y den la vida por ellos. Entonces, como dice San Pablo en la segunda lectura,
después de someter la muerte y todos los principados bajo autoridad en su muerte y resurreccion, ascendi6 al Padre en
una gloria real y anuncio6 su segunda venida como rey y juez.

En consecuencia, el Evangelio de hoy nos anuncia que "cuando el Hijo del Hombre venga en su gloria, y todos los
angeles con ¢él, se sentara en su trono glorioso" (Mateo 25:31) y juzgard a todas las naciones segun su vivieron y
practicaron las virtudes que €l ensefio al mundo con sus palabras y hechos durante su ministerio terrenal. Sin duda,
estamos haciendo nuestro mejor esfuerzo para amar, practicar la caridad y otras virtudes que Cristo nos enseid, pero la
pregunta desafiante es: ;nos encontrara el rey viviendo los principios de nuestra fe cuando ¢l venga?
