Summer is almost here which means it‛s time for Swim and Dive Season! We are thrilled to 
have Coach Brett Eanes and Coach Fin Belt returning as our head Swim and Dive coaches. 
We are continuing in Division 14 for Swim Team and Division 3 for the Dive Team. After 

school practices beginning on Tuesday, May 27th before switching over to morning 
practices on Monday, June 16th. Swimmers and divers must be registered before 

attending practices and be active members (dues or lease fees paid for the 2025 season). 
Anyone new to the swim or dive team will need to attend evaluation event before the start 

of the season.

We will keep the current team swim suit style this year. There will be a swim suit sale 
hosted by Sport Fair at the pool on May 28th, 4:30-7pm, for those who would like to 

purchase a new suit. Suits are also available at swimoutlet.com or by visiting Sport Fair in 
Arlington; just let them know you are with Hayfield Farm. In addition, we will have a 

limited number of used suits and fins for sale on May 28th.

Our popular “Mini Hawks” program will be back this season for young swimmers. This 
program is for participants that are 4 years old as of June 1, 2025 and focuses on skills 

such as streamlining, starting dives and stroke technique. All prospective Mini Hawks must 
be evaluated before registering for the program.

approach the front doors, you will notice replaced a new concrete walkway along with 
beautiful edging around the front entrance trees. Entering the bathrooms, we have 

upgraded countertops and refreshed seating in the bathrooms, creating a cleaner and 
more modern space for members. Around the pool deck, we have added new umbrellas 
and sturdy umbrella stands to increase comfort and shade, along with elegant flower 

pots to brighten the entire area. 

Most notably, the two small pavilions have undergone an amazing transformation to 
match the design of the newly renovated large pavilion (completed in 2024) that
