Brenda said that she does need to order more stamps. She also wrote a check to Red River Riders ATV Club for the booth at the FargoDome on 03-24-25 that hasn’t cleared, Ck#1126 for $187.45. Steve Ueland made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Charles Portz seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

Old Business:
Mahnomen Rod & Gun Lease and Payment: Glen said that we did get a new lease from Mahnomen Rod & Gun for 5 years from April 1, 2025 – March 31, 2030 for ½ the property taxes each year and that this year’s ½ of property Tax is $357.00.

Youth ATV Safety Training:  Glen said that there were 16 kids that attended. The DNR officer said that it is very average to see about this number of kids for an area like Ada.

Club Insurance:  Carolyn said that we were finally emailed a bill for the club insurance.  Brenda noticed that the amount that she paid was short $500.00 from the bill amount.  Carolyn will get a check to Noah Insurance for the difference.

Payment of Officer Positions:  Brenda said that in March a motion was carried to pay $100 a year for each of the officers but we weren’t sure when the fiscal year actually was.  Brenda said she looked it up and our fiscal year runs from April 1 to March 31st.  Since March 2025 has already passed to was agreed to start the payments at the end of the Fiscal year in 2026, March 31st.  

New Business:
Trail Administrator:  Brenda said that Mudslingers received an email about the spring trail opening benchmark from the Minnesota DNR that needs to be completed and signed by the Trail Administrator and sent to the county for sponsor signature.  She read the conversations that she had with Diane Peterson with MN DNR and had asked if the benchmark needed to be filled out if there wasn’t any maintenance that needed to be done. She said that each club is expected to submit the form for payment and that the benchmark is part of the GIA funding that is granted each year and that the spring benchmark lets DNR know that the trail is open for ATV’s.  Ed didn’t think that the spring benchmark was set up that way, that if you didn’t need any funding that you didn’t need to submit the form, but he would do some checking into this.  Brenda said that since Diane is looking for the form to be completed this year that the club should have a member with the title of Trail Administrator.  Brenda said that she was fine doing the job unless anyone else wanted to be the trail administrator.  Doug Slininger made a motion for Brenda Sowl to be the club Trail Administrator and Brenda Teal seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried. Charles said that he would ride the Agassiz Recreational Trail and a club ride was planned for after today’s meeting for the Agassiz Central trail.  Brenda will get the forms signed and sent to Norman County.

Summer Trail Maintenance:  Brenda said that the summer trail maintenance should be scheduled.  It was decided to camp at Gary Pines the weekend of June 13-15 with trail maintenance to be held on Saturday June 14th at 10am starting at Gary Pines.  Carolyn will get ahold of someone at Gary to let them know that we are interested in camping there that weekend.

Donation to Ride & Rally held this year September 26-28 in Silver Bay, MN:  Brenda said that Mudslingers received an email from David Halsey with ATV MN looking for donations for this years Ride & Rally.  She read the email that was received.  Last year the club donated $200.  Doug Slininger made a motion to donate $200 to the 2025 Ride & Rally and Gordon Sowl seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

Benedictine Foundation Letter of Support:  Brenda said that the club received a letter in the mail from Benedictine Foundation looking for a donation for their organization. After discussion it was decided not to do a donation.

Tote of Food:  Steve said that some people were looking at clothing in the club trailer and a tote was in there that had small toys and some food from when we were going to do the Gary Pines Days a few years ago.  It was decided to throw the food away and Becky said that she would donate the toys to the Ada and DGF Schools.

Ben Ueland’s 5K:  Becky said that Ben is participating in a 5K for the DGF Baseball Club on May 3rd at 9am.  If anyone is interested in participating the cost is $40 or you can just wear a Mudslingers shirt and show up.
