Section 1. Provislon of State Law
Adupted.  That all definftions, terms and
provisfons regulating the sale of Intox-
ivuting liquor as provided for by Chup-
ter 46 of the Special Sesslon Laws of
1933-1934 and all amendments thereof
are hereby adopted and made u part of
this uyrdinance, the sume as if yet forth
verbatlm herein.

Section2.  Application for License.
Every person desiring s ilcense shull file
a veritied application therefor, in writing
with the Village Clerk, suid appllication
for “off-snle” llcense to be In form to be
presceribed by the Liquor Control Com-
missioner- of the State of Minnesota and
with such additlonal provisions as the
village counci} may require, and for *‘on-
sule” license shall be the form prescribed
by the village councll, A corporate sur-
ety bond shall accompany each upplica-
tlon for lcense. In the case of mn appli-
cation for
accompanied by a surety bond in the
sum of $3,000.00 to be appruved as to
legnl form and ns to s sufficlency by
the Villuge Council, or in liceu thereof
cush or Unlted States governmenl bonds,
and in cuse of an appllcation for ‘'off-
sale” Heense It shall be accompanied by
a surety bond in 'the sum of $1,000.00, to
be approved by the Village Council and
the Liguor Control Commlissioner, or in
Neu thereo! cash or Unlted States gov-
ernment bqnds. All bonds shall be gon-
tinuing as to any violation or damagos

resulting therefrom during the peérlod nfl '

snlQ licenses, That In the event of ar

violution of the provistons of any In.

reluting to the retnl] “off-sule” nnd retall
von-sale” of intoxicating Hquor, such
hond shall he forfeited to the villuge of
Neow Munich.

Scctlon 3. Fees.  All applleations for
license shall be accompunied by a receipt
from the village treasurer for the re-
yuired annual fee for the respectlve 1-
cense. All such fees shall be pald Into
the general fund of the village. Upon
rejection of uny um‘mcml(m for u lcenne,
the treasurer shall refund the amount
pald and the bond of snld applicant shall
be returned to him. The annual fee for
an “on-sule’’ license shall be t400.00. The
annual fee for an ‘‘off-sale’ Mcense shall
be $75.00. All license shall expire on the
lust day of June in each year. For li-
censes }ssued hereunder prior to June
30, 1934, the fee shall be » pro rata share
of the annual license fee. N

Section 4. Granting of Licenses. The
village council shall cause an investiga-
tion to be made of all the representations
set forth in the application. After such
Investigation and approval of the ra-
quired bond, the village council shall
grant or refuse such licenas In {ts discre-
tion; provided that 1p voff-sale’ license
shall become effective until it, together
with the bond, have the approval of the
Liquor Control Commissioner. All n-
censed premises shall have the license
posted in a conspicuous place therein at
all times. No license shall be transfer-
able either as to license or premises
without the approval of the council and
alad of the Liquor Control Compmissioner
In the cose of ‘“off-sale’” licenses. No
license shall be granted for operation In
any premises agalnst which there are any
dellnquent real estate tuxes. No licenne
shall be granted to any person personally
indebted to the Village of New Munich.
Tobacco, clgarettes, cigars, candiey, lce
cream, non-intoxicating malt bevarnges
may be sold in premlises where ‘‘on-sale’”
license have been granted, provided the
required license fee for the sale of non-
intoxicating malt beverages have been

ald.

b Section 5. Restriction on Consumption,
In any place licensed for “on-sale” the
liquor sold shall be sarved and consumed
at tables equipped with chairs at which
customers must sit to be served and at
counters equipped with chalrs or slools
for seating of customers. It shall be un-
lawful for any person or persons to con-
sume any {ntoxleating lquor in any pub-
tic place not holdlnf &n unrevoked "On-
sale” intoxicating llquor lcense.

Section 6. Revocation. Any’ license
granted hereunder may be revoked by
the councll. Any vlolatlon of any pro-
visions or condition of this ordinance or
state llcensing law or any falsification of
any statement in the application shall
be ground for ravocatlon. Any such li-
cense shall be revoked automatically up-
on the conviction of the lcensee of a
felony. No portlon of the license fee pald
into the village treasury shall be return-
ed upon revocation.

Section 7. Twenty-one Years of Age.
It shall be unlawful for any person under
21 vears of age to represent finself to be
21 ‘years of age for the purpose of pur-
chasing intoxlicating lquor.

Section 8. Inspectlon. All premlses
where any license hereunder is granted
shall be open to Inapection by any police
or health officer or any other designated
officer or employee of the village at any
time durlng which the place 8o licensed
shall he open to the publlic.

Section 9. Provision Separable. THvery
