3. Do not dose the action untirit is your turn to shoot.

4. Load only one shell at a time when shooting trap singles and skeet on station =8. On skeet stations =1 through =7 and
in all other shotqun games, load no more than two shells.

5. Be sure that the action is open and that the gun is empty before changing stations.

6. Allow misfired ammunition 30 seconds in the chamberbefore careful unloading.

7. Only shot shells may be fired on the trap, skeet, and sporting days fields.

8. Mo spectators are permitted beyond the sidewalk or marked spectator areas while a squad is shooting.
9. Range Safety Officers may expel anyone who persists in unsafe behavior.
