Aim: How did Truman’s presidency impact the United States?
I. The Fair Deal

· wanted a system of health insurance 
· to provide a steady income for farmers
· raised the hourly minimum wage from 40 cents to 75 cents

· extended Social Security coverage 
· initiated flood control and irrigation projects

· Truman was re-elected in 1949
II. G.I. Bill

· provided for economic aid and college or vocational education for returning World War II veterans
III. Truman and Civil Rights

· Truman defended civil rights

· He proposed:

· a federal anti-lynching law

· abolition of the poll tax 
· to prevent racial discrimination in hiring 
· to integrate the armed forces
· Congress refused to pass these measures

· In 1948, Truman issued an executive order for integration of the armed forces

· Called for “equality of treatment and opportunity in the armed forces without regard to race, color, religion, or national origin”
