• If your child has travelled outside of Canada, the 
Preschool requires the child not attend class for a 
period of 1 week from date of arrival home. 

• The Preschool continues to adhere to the illness 
policy: any child with cold/flu symptoms, must stay 
home until symptoms have resolved and/or child is 
not reliant on medications. 

• PLEASE REMEMBER, as per AHS guidelines: 
o If your child has been a household 

contact to Covid 19, meaning: If you 
have a positive case of Covid19 in 
your home your child must stay home 
and NOT attend school, childcare 
and/or other activities for 10 days 
from the last day of exposure and
