We can never be too prepared for a natural disaster, whether it be the long-predicted “big one”
earthquake or yet another winter ice storm. Keizer Fire District will be offering its Emergency
Preparedness Classes again starting 6:30 p.m., Jan., 7, 2025, with “An introduction to Emer-
gency Preparedness.” Remaining dates and topics are:

Feb. 4: 3 to 30 days: How to prepare for longer duration issues

March 4: Kids, Pets and other considerations

April 1: First Aid

And here are a few Christmas tree safety tips from KFD:

e [f using an artificial tree, check that it is labeled “fire resistant”

e [f using a live tree, cut off about 2 inches of the trunk to expose fresh wood for better water

absorption, remember to water it, and remove it from your home when it is dry

e Place your tree at least 3 feet away from fireplaces, radiators and other heat sources, mak-

ing certain not to block doorways

e Avoid placing breakable ornaments or ones with small, detachable parts on lower tree

branches where small children can reach them

e Only use indoor lights indoors and outdoor lights outdoors, and for the task when hanging
lights

e Replace light sets that have broken or cracked sockets, frayed or bare

wires, or loose connections
