THE KOREAN CONFLICT

A nuclear North Korea has now changed  

geo-politically landscape of the region and  

has off-set the balance of power.

Religious Persecution 

As a closed materialistic and Marxist state,  

anyone discovered to be a Christian is usually  

executed or sent to prison camp or ’Concentration  

Camps’.

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North Korea has the 4th largest army in the world. For its size of only 25 million, it is staggering. It has currently 

a 1 Million Man army ready to mobilize at a given notice. The North Koreans have officially withdrawn from the 

‘Cease Fire’ of 1953 and are technically still at war with South Korea and the USA. It is one of the most isolated 

countries in the world and for that very reason it is often referred to as the ‘Hermit Kingdom’. It is an example of 

what communism leads to; a total Totalitarian State controlling every aspect of life for individuals.
