Day 1:  Mary, Icon of Mercy  

Genesis 3:8-15 

8 They heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden  

at the time of the evening breeze,  

and the man and his wife hid themselves  

from the presence of the LORD God  

among the trees of the garden.  

 
9 But the LORD God called to the man, and said to him,  

“Where are you?”  
10 The man said, “I heard the sound of you in the garden,  

and I was afraid, because I was naked;  

and I hid myself.”  

 
11 The Lord God said, “Who told you that you were naked?  

Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?”  

 
12 The man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me,  

she gave me fruit from the tree, and I ate.”  

 
13 Then the LORD God said to the woman,  

“What is this that you have done?”  

 

The woman said, “The serpent tricked me, and I ate.”

The Birth of Jesus Foretold 

26 In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent by God

27 to a virgin engaged to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David.

28 And he came to her and said, “Greetings, favored one! The Lord is with you.” 
29 But she was much perplexed by his words and pondered what sort of greeting 

this might be.

38 Then Mary said, “Here am I, the servant of the Lord;                                                                 

let it be with me according to your word.”

1st Reading: 2 Samuel 12: 7-10, 13. 
Nathan said to David, “You are this man!  It is Yahweh,  

God of  Israel, who speaks: ‘I anointed you king over Israel  

and saved you from Saul’s hands,  I gave you your master’s house  

and your master’s wives;  I also gave you the nation of Israel and Judah. 

But if this were not enough, I would have given you even more. 

Why did you despise Yahweh by doing what displeases him?  You struck 

down Uriah the Hittite with the sword and took his wife for yourself. 

Yes, you killed him with the sword of  the Ammonites.  Now the sword 

will never be far from your family because you have despised me and  

taken the wife of Uriah the Hittite for yourself. 

David said to Nathan, “I have sinned against Yahweh.”   

Nathan answered him, “Yahweh has forgiven your sin; you shall not die.

2nd Letter to Timothy 3:10-17                                                     

Paul’s Charge to Timothy 

10 Now you have observed my teaching, my conduct,  

my aim in life, my faith, my patience, my love,  

my steadfastness, 11 my persecutions,  

and my suffering the things that happened to me in Antioch,  

Iconium, and Lystra.  

 

What persecutions I endured!  

 

Yet the Lord rescued me from all of them.  
12 Indeed, all who want to live a godly life in Christ Jesus  

will be persecuted.  

 
13 But wicked people and impostors  

will go from bad to worse,  

deceiving others and being deceived.

2 Bear one another’s burdens,  

and in this way you will fulfill  the law of Christ.

43 “You have heard that it was said,

47 And if you greet only your brothers and sisters,  

what more are you doing than others?   

 

Do not even the Gentiles do the same?  

 
48 Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect.  

Genesis 45:1-5, 15 

Joseph Reveals Himself to His Brothers  

45 Then Joseph could no longer control himself  

before all those who stood by him,  

and he cried out,  

“Send everyone away from me.”  

 

So no one stayed with him  

when Joseph made himself known to his brothers.  
2 And he wept so loudly that the Egyptians heard it,  

and the household of Pharaoh heard it.

as the result of the sin of those who had fallen.  

 
43 He also took up a collection, man by man,  

to the amount of two thousand drachmas of silver,  

and sent it to Jerusalem to  provide for a sin offering.  

 

In doing this he acted very well and honorably,  

taking account of the resurrection.  

 
44 For if he were not expecting that those who had fallen  

would rise again, it would have been superfluous  

and foolish to pray for the dead.  

 
45 But if he was looking to the splendid reward that is laid up  

for those who fall asleep in godliness,  

it was a holy and pious thought.  

 
46Therefore he made atonement for the dead,

The Parable of the Widow and the Unjust Judge

who kept coming to him and saying,

Day 9:  Mary, Our Mother of Mercy  

 

1st Reading:  1 Corinthians 13:1-8a 

The Gift of Love 

13  If I speak in the tongues of mortals and of angels,  

but do not have love,  

I am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal.  

 
2 And if I have prophetic powers,  

and understand all mysteries and all knowledge,  

and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains,  

but do not have love, I am nothing.  

 
3 If I give away all my possessions,  

and if I hand over my body so that I may boast,  

but do not have love, I gain nothing.  

4 Love is patient; love is kind;  

love is not envious or boastful or arrogant  
5 or rude.  

It does not insist on its own way;  

it is not irritable or resentful;  
6 it does not rejoice in wrongdoing,  

but rejoices in the truth.  
7 It bears all things, believes all things,  

hopes all things, endures all things.

John 2:1-10 

The Wedding at Cana 

2  On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee,                              

and the mother of Jesus was there.  

 
2 Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding.                
3 When the wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to him,                                  

“They have no wine.”  
4 And Jesus said to her, “Woman, what concern is that                          

to you and to me? My hour has not yet come.”  

 
5 His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.”                 

 
6 Now standing there were six stone water jars for                                                    

the Jewish rites of purification,  

each holding twenty or thirty gallons.  

 
7 Jesus said to them, “Fill the jars with water.”                                                 

And they filled them up to the brim.                                                                    
8 He said to them, “Now draw some out,                                                         

and take it to the chief steward.” So they took it.                                                    

 
9 When the steward tasted the water that had becom e wine,                             

and did not know where it came from (though the servants who had 

drawn the water knew), the steward called the bridegroom                               
10 and said to him,  

“Everyone serves the good wine first,                                  

and then the inferior wine after the guests have become drunk.                                      

But you have kept the good wine until now.”    

 



2nd Reading:  Galatians 4:4-14 

 

4 But when the time had fully come,  

God sent forth his Son,  

born of woman, born under the law,  
5 to redeem those who were under the law,  

so that we might receive adoption as sons.  
6 And because you are sons,  

God has sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying,  

“Abba! Father!”  
7 So through God you are no longer a slave but a son,  

and if a son then an heir. 
8 Formerly, when you did not know God,  

you were in bondage to beings that by nature are no gods;  
9 but now that you have come to know God,  

or rather to be known by God,  

how can you turn back again to  

the weak and beggarly elemental spirits,  

whose slaves you want to be once more?  
10 You observe days, and months, and seasons, and years!  
11 I am afraid I have laboured over you in vain. 
12 Brethren, I beseech you, become as I am,  

for I also have become as you are.  

You did me no wrong;  
13 you know it was because of a bodily ailment  

that I preached the gospel to you at first;  
14 and though my condition was a trial to you,  

you did not scorn or despise me,
