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  On August 10, 2022, the Honoring our PACT Act of 2022 was 
signed into law.  Section 804 of this law is the Camp Lejeune 
Justice Act of 2022 (CLJA), which allows people exposed to 
contaminated water at Camp Lejeune to file new lawsuits. 

  You may have seen advertisements from lawyers, law 
firms or others seeking to represent you in lawsuits related 
to this new law. These lawyers, firms and private parties are 
NOT CONNECTED with VA benefits or services. Whether 
you decide to file a lawsuit under the CLJA is entirely your 
decision, and will not influence the VA’s decision to provide 
you benefits or health care based upon your exposure. 
Also, filing a lawsuit will not affect the amount of benefits or 
health care the VA can provide you. 

  It’s important to know, however, that if you are awarded relief 
by a court in a lawsuit brought under the CLJA, the award 
must be offset by the amount of any disability award, payment 
or benefit the VA provided to you or your legal representative 
relating to exposure to water at Camp Lejeune. This would 
reduce the amount of the award you receive from the court, 
but, again, it would not affect your VA benefits. 

  Any award also must be offset by Medicare or Medicaid 
benefits. We recommend you contact the Centers for 
Medicare & Medicaid Services for information on how a 
court award under the CLJA could affect your benefits 
under those programs. 

  Additionally, please note the U.S. Department of Justice 
has set up a phone number and email address that anyone 
can use for questions about the status of cases filed in 
federal court under the CLJA. The email address is 
camplejeune.pactact@usdoj.gov, and the phone number is 
202-353-4426. 

Understand your options for health care, benefits 

  All veterans and family members who believe they were 
exposed to contaminated water at Camp Lejeune between 
August 1st, 1953, and December 31st, 1987, should contact 
the VA to understand their options for health care and 
benefits. The VA has established presumptions of service 
connection for several diseases for veterans, reservists and 
national guard members exposed to contaminants in the 
water supply at Camp Lejeune. 

  The Camp Lejeune Family Member Program covers out-
of-pocket costs for 15 conditions for family members who 
lived at Camp Lejeune between August 1st, 1953, and 
December 31st, 1987. Information may be obtained online  

by visiting https://www.clfamilymembers.fsc.va.gov/, or by 
calling toll-free 866-372-1144. 

 

Located near Jacksonville, NC, Camp Lejeune has been home to 
Marine Corps combat training since its establishment in 1942. 

  Veterans who served on active duty in the U.S. armed 
forces at Camp Lejeune for not fewer than 30 days between 
August 1st, 1953, and December 31st, 1987, are eligible for 
hospital care and medical services for any of 15 illnesses 
or conditions. They are also eligible to enroll in VA health 
care for other health care services they may require. The 
family members of these veterans who resided at Camp 
Lejeune for not fewer than 30 days during this period (or 
who were in utero during the period while their mother 
resided at that location) are eligible for hospital care and 
medical services furnished by the VA for any of the same 
15 illnesses or conditions. 

  You can learn more about VA options regarding exposure 
to hazardous materials at Camp Lejeune online at  
https://www.va.gov/disability/eligibility/hazardous-
materials-exposure/camp-lejeune-water-contamination/ or 
call 800-MyVA411. Also, your local veterans service 
organization may be able to help. VA will not charge you for 
providing information related to these services.

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In Memory of Norma 
Norma Elaine Schrader, 1920-2022 

Yeoman Senior Chief, U.S. Navy Reserve/Retired

  The first time I met Norma was at the 2004 WAVES 
National Convention in Philadelphia, PA. Walking into the 
huge hotel, I saw – and, of course, heard - Norma holding 
court in the lobby.  

  There she sat with her trusty cane for a scepter, and two-
fingers of scotch in her crystal chalice. Surrounded by dozens 
of service sisters, Norma paused strategically while telling her 
stories, allowing her audience time to explode into laughter. 

  There was no doubt she was a 
Navy chief – senior chief as it 
turned out. She knew how to 
work the crowd, get things done, 
and lead by example. 

  Born in Brooklyn, NY, (there 
was never any doubt about that!) 
on a chilly January 14th in 1920, 
Norma never had a frosty word 
for anyone. If she didn’t like the 
way something got done, or 
wasn’t getting done, she let you 
know with an honesty usually 
reserved for 5-year-olds. 

  She attended bootcamp at 
Hunter College near her 
Brooklyn home when she joined 
the U.S. Navy WAVES (Women 

Accepted for Volunteer Emergency Service) in December 
1944. Her duty station at the 6th Naval District 
Headquarters in Charleston, SC, was likely her first taste of 
the ‘south’, because she was often heard to say “As a 
Yankee in South Carolina, life itself was an experience!”   

  After her discharge from active duty in 1946, she 
continued to serve in the Naval Reserve until she was 
recalled to active duty in 1950 during the war in Korea. 
Upon her release from active duty in 1953, she remained in 
the reserve until retirement in 1965.  
  She joined WAVES National Triangle Seagals #144 in 
1998 (now MWAN Triangle Women Veterans #144) and 
remained a very active member until her recent move to 
Virginia to be near family. 

  During her life, Norma received 
multiple awards and recognitions 
from myriad dignitaries. But, I’d 
venture to say one of her proudest 
moments was being ‘officially 
initiated’ as a Navy chief at that 
same 2004 convention where I met 
her (Newly pinned Norma at right).  

  As her Unit 144 sister, Shelley Kirk, 
said, “For those who knew Norma, 
{we} know she was a dedicated 
veteran and supported all of us who 
walked beside her as trailblazers in our own right… We all 
learned from her decades of support, experience, 
dedication, and humor, and she was an unassailable 
ANCHOR of Unit 144… 

  Thank you for the joy you brought to our lives, Norma. You 
will continue to tell stories and sip scotch in our hearts!
