We have been more than satisfied with our paid services. The land-scape crew works hard on our behalf, as does our managing agent, accountants, pool service and exterminators. 

The many volunteers who make up the pool, social, health & safety, clubhouse, finance, architectural, sunshine and landscape committees, as well as our HOA Board want Chantarelle to remain the fine community that it has become.  We have added a number of new members to these committees during the last year, and we would welcome even more, especially for our budding activities committee. 

The Community BBQ on August 15th was a great success, with 54 people attending. Special thanks to our social committee--Gail, Willy, Peggy and Liz-- for the planning, shopping, setting up and clean up that make this event possible. Thanks also to all the spontaneous help from attendees. Mike Hashii, Mike Holman and Ron Yamoto were once again on their game as BBQ chefs. Thanks so much for a job well done!  Thanks, too, to Norm, who gave me some needed pointers about the BBQ operation. 

A very special thanks to Liz Wardimon for her many years of service with regard to the Clubhouse operation. Now that Liz is “retiring” from that position, it will take more than one person to replace her. Mike Hashii has agreed to handle the scheduling of clubhouse events. Peggy and I will be keeping up with supplies and daily needs. At the Sept. 15th HOA meeting we will seek additional help, so join in if you can. Scam Alert: A helpful tip was given to me by one of our neighbors and I would like to share it with you. If you receive an email from a bank that states you need to call them right away to confirm your Social Security number, bank account number, and the credit card numbers that have been issued by that bank, DON’T proceed with the request. This is an example of “phishing,” a fraudulent scam. Our neighbor does not even bank online so she was immediately suspicious of the request. If in doubt, you should call the toll-free number on your bank statement or on the back of your credit card. The message for all of us is to be on your guard regarding your personal information!

Prior to the 2016 pool season here in Chantarelle, we hope to implement new procedures regarding gate security at the pool. These may include new locks and keys, and we are considering a “swipe card” system as a possibility. 

Some trees will be removed on Sept 8 - 10.  These trees have been marked for removal because of disease or other factors that have prevented the trees from being saved. We will also be proceeding with plans to deal with tree roots that have damaged driveways and patios in the community. Thank you, Debbie, Susan, Laura, Mike, Larry, Benny, Pat and Paul, for your input regarding these problems and their resolution.

Hello Chantarelle friends!  Debbie and I hope you have been enjoying a beautiful summer and have stayed as cool as a cucumber in these warm spells we've been having.  Here is your monthly Land-scape Committee report ... 

Reminder, September Tree Removal Dates: As we mentioned last month, Sept 8 - 10 are the days that Art & Science Tree Service will be here in Chantarelle removing several trees. So on these days, do be prepared for the familiar sounds that naturally accompany tree removal: chain saws, tree chippers, etc. It is never an easy decision to remove a mature tree in our neighborhood, as the trees do provide so much of the land-scape beauty that we all enjoy here.  However, we have given great consideration to every one that is slated for removal, and hope that even when these particular trees are no longer with us, Chantarelle will still retain its lovely charm.  
Irrigation Woes: Some of you may have seen the Waldron trucks here in the neighborhood more than usual lately. That's because we've had a pickle of a time dealing with broken pipes, particular along South Temelec Circle near Hermosa Parkway.  As of this writing, the crew is confident that the problems have been solved, but the way things have been going lately, we'll believe it when we see it.  Meaning no more major water leaks, the very situation we most want to avoid during this severe drought. We always appreciate it when you let us know if you notice wet spots on lawns or the street in front of your house. This way we can all work together to ensure that our irrigation is working as efficiently as possible.
The Mystery of the Mulch: For the last two months, we've mentioned that we are focusing on a major mulching project throughout the neighborhood. The plan was to have the mulching completed by the end of August, if not before. But lo and behold, no mulch has been showing up!  What's that about? Well, the local suppliers have been consistently out of all their mulch for the last six weeks or so. Finally, mulch has returned to Sonoma Materials, so Rojelio and Arnulfo have been right on top of it, purchasing it by the truckload and getting that much-needed mulch out there, at long last.
