New Business:

A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion passed.  Brenda said that she will get this taken care of.  Some discussion was had on the purchase of office supplies because Brenda said that she does use paper and ink but doesn’t purchase them separately because she also uses it for Gordon’s business and personal but over the year she does go through a lot of ink and paper.  Brenda Teal made a motion that all office supplies that are used for the Mudslingers should be paid through the club, either by reimbursement to that person or using the Mudslingers account.
