In Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus continues the

opcat ,oatis/;iomu

Sermon on the Mount with a threefold teaching on the Way of Life in the kingdom
of heaven. The first part, which we reflect on today, concerns the Law. The second
addresses worship and religious practice, including the gift of the Lord’s Prayer. The
third calls believers to trust in God and to live out that trust through loving service
to their neighbor. Together, these teachings form a vision of life transformed by the
reign of God. When Matthew speaks of “the Law and the prophets,” he is referring
to the entirety of Scripture. With the coming of the Messiah and the fullness of the
kingdom, nothing in Scripture is abolished or discarded; instead, it is fulfilled—
brought to its intended completion and deepest meaning. Jesus does not reject the
Law of Moses, nor does he release his followers from its demands. Rather, he deep-
ens it, calling his followers beyond mere external observance to an interior right-
eousness that surpasses legal obligation. The Law forbade murder; Jesus addresses
the anger that gives rise to it. The Law prohibited adultery; Jesus speaks to the
lustful look that precedes the act. In doing so, he shifts the focus from outward
behavior to the condition of the heart. The righteousness of the kingdom is not
simply about avoiding wrongdoing but about transformation from within. For
Matthew’s community—Jewish Christians long faithful to the Law—this teaching
required careful reflection. They believed that God had always been at work
through “the Law and the prophets,” yet in Jesus they encountered not a contradic-
tion but a fulfillment of that revelation. God’s saving work, present throughout
Israel’s history, now takes flesh in the Messiah. The Scriptures and their treasured
interpretations remain sacred, but they find their ultimate meaning in the life and
teaching of Jesus. He does not merely interpret the will of God; he embodies it. In
him, the definitive revelation of God’s will is made known, and the Law is no longer
only words written on stone or parchment—it is lived, revealed, and perfected in
Christ, who calls his followers into that same fullness of life.

Qu‘tidO’ ﬁlgtw En el Evangelio de Mateo, Jesus continda el

Sermon del Monte con una ensefianza triple sobre el Camino de Vida en el reino de
los cielos. La primera parte, en la que reflexionamos hoy, se refiere a la Ley. La
segunda trata sobre la adoracién y la practica religiosa, incluyendo el don del Pa-
dre Nuestro. La tercera llama a los creyentes a confiar en Dios y a vivir esa confian-
za mediante el servicio amoroso al préjimo. Juntas, estas ensefianzas forman una
vision de la vida transformada por el reinado de Dios. Cuando Mateo habla de “la
Ley y los profetas”, se refiere a la totalidad de las Escrituras. Con la venida del
Mesias y la plenitud del reino, nada en las Escrituras se abolira ni se desechara;
mas bien, se cumple, llevandolas a su cumplimiento previsto y a su significado mas
profundo. Jesus no rechaza la Ley de Moisés, ni libera a sus seguidores de sus exi-
gencias. Mas bien, la profundiza, llamando a sus seguidores mas alla de la mera
observancia externa hacia una justicia interior que supera la obligacién legal. La
Ley prohibia el asesinato; Jests aborda la ira que da lugar a él. La Ley prohibia el
adulterio; Jesus habla sobre la mirada lujuriosa que precede al acto. Al hacerlo,
cambia el enfoque del comportamiento externo a la condicion del corazén. La
justicia del reino no se trata simplemente de evitar el mal, sino de una transfor-
macion desde dentro. Para la comunidad de Mateo, cristianos judios fieles a la Ley
durante mucho tiempo, esta ensefianza requeria una reflexién cuidadosa. Creian
que Dios siempre habia estado actuando a través de “la Ley y los profetas”, pero
en JesUs encontraron no una contradiccidn, sino un cumplimiento de esa revela-
cion. La obra salvadora de Dios, presente a lo largo de la historia de Israel, ahora se
encarna en el Mesias. Las Escrituras y sus preciadas interpretaciones permanecen
sagradas, pero encuentran su significado Gltimo en la vida y ensefianza de Jesds. El
no se limita a interpretar la voluntad de Dios; la encarna. En él se da a conocer la
revelacion definitiva de la voluntad de Dios, y la Ley ya no son solo palabras escri-
tas en piedra o pergamino: se vive, se revela y se perfecciona en Cristo, que llama a
sus seguidores a esa misma plenitud de vida.
