UBER CAR KILLED A PEDESTRIAN: The Uber self-driving vehicle that struck and killed a pedestrian in Tempe, Ariz., took note of the victim with its sensors, but its software did not engage the car's brakes to prevent the collision, the NTSA says.  Investigators determined that the car's detection systems, including radar and laser instruments, observed a woman walking her bicycle across the road roughly six seconds before impact for a vehicle driving 43 mph to brake and avoid fatally injury.  But it did not immediately identify the woman as a human pedestrian. Instead, the agency said, "as the vehicle and pedestrian paths converged, the self-driving system software classified the pedestrian as an unknown object, as a vehicle, and then as a bicycle with varying expectations of future travel path."  It was not until 1.3 seconds before impact that the car's self-driving system "determined that an emergency braking maneuver was needed to mitigate a collision,"  NTSB noted that this passive approach is actually an intentional part of the design. The agency explained that the vehicle, a modified 2017 Volvo XC90, comes "factory equipped" with automatic emergency braking — but that Uber's system disables this function and others when it's in use.

DIGITAL LICENSE  PLATE:  A digital license plate that can change its display and track the vehicle that it’s attached to is being tested on California roads.  Over 100 of the high-tech tags are already in use as part of a pilot program.   The plates use e-ink screens like e-books, and are equipped with a GPS tracker that transmit the location of the vehicle. They have a reflective surface, backlighting, weatherproofing and are hardwired to the car.  Marketing Bobby Penn told Fox News that the telematics data will never be shared with the DMV or law enforcement, and promises that the company will not sell any information to outside companies. No personal data is stored in the device itself.                                                                                                                                      JULY IS NATIONAL THEFT PREVENTION MONTH:  Motor vehicles are the primary mode of transportation for most of us, and often an indispensable part of our lives. But what would happen if your vehicle suddenly disappeared?  765,484 motor vehicles were stolen in 2016, with the cost of stolen vehicles pegged at more than $5.9 billion.  Passenger cars make up more than 50% of all stolen motor vehicles. 42% of all stolen motor vehicles are never recovered. A motor vehicle is stolen every 41 seconds. Thieves can strip a vehicle for parts in 30 minutes or less. Although summertime may be when the most vehicles are stolen, it is a crime all-year round.                                                           REAR VIEW CAMERA:  All new cars sold in the U.S. must now be equipped with rear cameras that show drivers what's behind their vehicles while in reverse gear.  Congress passed the law requiring backup cameras in 2008, but its full implementation was delayed for several years. Finally, in 2014, the DOT announced the effective date of May 2018, providing manufacturer’s time to implement the technology.  According to the NHTSA report  when considering this legislation, 221 people were killed by non-traffic back over crashes in 2007, and 14,000 people were injured.
