Start by holding your pencil in your hand and rotating your 
wrist 10 times each direction!

Now let’s hold out our arm and rotate from the shoulder - 
count to ten!



AS quickly as you can draw 5 ovals on one piece of 
paper!



Now, lightly sketch in your lines - divide the heads on half 
accross,from top to bottom, until you have the lines you 
need for a face. 



Fill in the eyes on the middle line - make each pair of 
eyes DIFFERENT!! 



Now, 5 completely different noses!



Don’t forget the mouth!



And the ears!!



FINISH YOUR 5 FACES WITH DETAILS!!

HAIR  HATS

GLASSES WRINKLES

FRECKLES EARRINGS



Remember - if you can draw shapes and lines 
and create value…. you can draw anything!!

Do you feel warmed up?? 

GREAT...let’s draw!



Remember when we learned about TEXTURE??

Texture is when you use lines and value to create a 
sense of feeling - hard, soft, fuzzy, smooth, rough!





One of the most fun things to draw, which require an 
understanding of texture and value is HAIR

Notice how far down the face the hairline comes



Lots of times, we start 
by placing all of the 
hair on the top of the 
head!

But hair actually comes down 
pretty far down the face!





Let’s start with short hair.

First draw a hairline, 
between the eyes and the
top of the head.
