Minutes of Board of Trustees Meeting 
December 10, 2014

Previous Minutes
Minutes of the November 12, 2014 meeting were reviewed and Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the minutes and Trustee Luttrell                                        second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Executive Meeting Minutes-

Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the executive minutes of October 8, 2014 and Trustee Hamilton seconds. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Special Meeting Minutes- 
Bills and Transfers – 

President Drake presented the bills and transfers totaling $14,174.91. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the bills and transfers and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call vote, the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Financial Report- 

President Drake presented the financial report. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the financial report and Trustee Hamilton second. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes and Hamilton, yes. The motion carried 5-0. 
Water Superintendent’s Report-

A report was turned in by Richard Albers and presented by Village President Drake.  Richard did regular maintenance for water and sewer plant, also regular monthly water meter readings for billing.  Routinely checking water samples and sending EPA water samples for testing and checking water pump stations, daily rounds of testing water.   

Richard placed insulation in some meters to keep from freezing. Round tests, moved bench over to water tower and helped Wendy with second request forms for cross connection survey. There are a few water meters that need to be placed at resident customers, the cost is $180- $200 each. Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes, Surratt, yes and Luttrell yes. The motion carried 5-0. 

A letter from Paul Williams requesting a sewer credit due to a water hose left on. Total credit for sewer account is $441.81. Mr. Williams does have the option of making 6 equal monthly payments. Trustee Luttrell made the motion to approve the payment plan and Trustee Brockhouse second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes, Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes and Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0. 

Rescue Squad Report-

CARS report was not available.  Bryce did call and talk with President Drake for a request of 10 radios and pagers not to exceed $10,000.00. CARS will offer a CPR class for anyone that wants to attend. There will be a Christmas dinner on December 18, 2014 at Evandy’s Boatel for the CARS volunteers and any village employee that would like to attend. Adam Hageman passed EMT class. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the radios/pagers purchase not to exceed $10,000.00 total and Trustee Hamilton second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes, Surratt, yes; Luttrell yes and Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Fire Department Report-

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann submitted a report for the fire department. A meeting was held on November 13, 2014.  After the meeting all air packs where checked and batteries replaced in the PASS. Chief Pahlmann mailed a letter of 711 Railroad St. concerning their requests to submit a statement that the property is a hazard, not repairable and needs to be removed. Upcoming events are 12/11/2014 meeting, 12/13/2014 Breakfast with Santa, and 1/8/2015 meeting for planning session. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call; the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
Police Report-
Police Chief Tyler Aring submitted a police report; hours worked by Tyler, 25, Ryan, 6 and Alex, 0, Martin 11 and Mackenzie 0 hours.  A total of 6 traffic stops, 3 citations, 3 warnings and 0 arrests. Fines collected $60.03, E-Citation $0.00 and Police vehicle $0.00. 

Car completion will be on 12/12/2014. Mackenzie Chism received a letter for the State of Illinois Training and standards boards. Online training is scheduled and a 4 hour firearms training course. 

Each officer is mandated to work at least 15 hours monthly emphasis on nights and weekends for coverage beginning on 1/1/2015. Village Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
The National Drunk and Drugged Driving (3D) Prevention Month December 2014. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the press release and Trustee Surratt second.  The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Water Upgrade/Utility project-

In regards to the water project the dispute with Leander requires a 10% reduction on liquidations and extended warranty to a 60 day to 90 day warranty. 

Roof leak, inspected clamps replaced. Dick installed new pump, air compressor leaks, air valves liquidated damages close out and Lien wavers. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 5-0.

Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the contract and Trustee Surratt second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes. The motion carried 5-0.
