Proposed Temecula Trip

o Dates: August 20-24. Arrive on Sunday, play on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday.
Depart on Thursday. Note that the following week is prior to Labor Day, so we would
not recommend delaying the trip into that week.

o Hotel: Embassy Suites. A block of rooms would be set aside. Rate last year was
$139 per night including tax for a standard king. Expect to pay between $140-160 this
year.

v Includes breakfast each day and cocktail party in the evenings.
v Pechanga would probably cost about $30-40 more per night.

o Golf: Play Pechanga one day and two other courses to be determined (yes, we

understand that some courses are not acceptable to some players). Cost last year



including awards and bag fees was $275. The estimated cost this year would be
about $310-320.

v Costs for the women would be less based on the days that they would play.

v If we were to play Pechanga twice the cost would increase by about $60.
Awards Dinner: On Wednesday evening at Old Bailys in Old Town. Estimated cost
would be about $55. A new steakhouse is opening next to the hotel in April. But we
have no idea if they would have a room for our banquet. This will require investigation.
Significant Others: They are invited to join us and many do. Some will play golf and
some will just join us for the celebration. Contact will be made to one of the women
golfers to help with the organization of the trip.
