Father Sam’s Corner
Twenty-Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Matthew 21:33-43

The Disaster of rejection of God in our life

This Sunday’s first reading and Gospel draw our mind to what led to the rejection of God and His Son by some leaders of the
Israelites and its implications. The vineyard is referring to the house of Israel or the ancient people of God both in the poetry
song of Isaiah in the first reading and the Parable of the landowner in Matthew’s Gospel.

In many instances God engages His people in a dialogue. The dialogue in the first reading is one of those instances. The
dialogue took place when Israelites were being threatened with wars by their neighboring towns. Bear in mind that in the
Hebrew’s Bible, a series of wars suffered by the Israelites is presented as a punishment for their idolatry and disobedience to
Yahweh. However, in today’s first reading, instead of seeing their problem as the effect of their disobedience, they attributed
it to God’s lack of love and rejection. To explain to them how much He cares for them and that their condition is a result of
their disobedience, God described them as a vineyard He planted and took good care of, expecting to get a good harvest of
faith and fidelity only to get the opposite. Therefore, God told them through Isaiah that He didn’t reject them, rather they
rejected him through their disobedience and idolatrous behavior. So the disaster they suffered was the consequence of their
action and inaction. However, he warned them that with God the situation is not hopeless. If they repent, the situation will be
better; if not they will be conquered by their enemies. They disobeyed and rejected God because they felt more comfortable
in their evil ways than following the path traced for them by God. Then, the consequence of their action was the disaster they
suffered in the hands of Babylonians and Assyrians.

We hear a similar message in today’s Gospel in the dialogue between Christ and the chief priests and elders of the Jews. Bear
in mind that these are the people who joined their forefathers to kill many prophets of God who spoke against their evil ways.
They loved their sins and evil ways more than the word of God and the Son of God sent to them. Also, they are the people
who will soon capture and kill Christ, sent by the Father to work in His Vineyard. Therefore, the landowner in today’s parable
is God, the servants sent to the tenants to get his produce were the prophets, and the tenants were the elders and chief priests
of the house of Israel who stoned and killed most of the prophets. The prophets brought the message of repentance from God,
but because they loved their evil ways more than the way of Yahweh, they killed the prophets in order to kill the word of God.
At last God sent his son Jesus Christ, yet the elders and chief priests (the tenants) of the house Israel (God’s vineyard)
rejected, threw him out of Jerusalem and killed him. Although we may claim we are not like these wicked tenants who
physically rejected the Son of God and killed him, we can reject God, His word and Christ in many other ways. The elders
and chief priests killed the prophets of Yahweh and his Son because they felt their presence and words were threatening their
evil ways and sinful comfort. They rejected and killed them because they (elders) loved their sins and preferred to remain in
their sinful comfort and darkness than repentance. Now, today’s message challenges us to ask is any way our sin and personal
comfort has caused us to reject the word of God or the call for repentance?

Vigésimo Séptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Mateo 21:33-43

El desastre del rechazo de Dios en nuestra vida

La primera lectura y el Evangelio de este domingo nos llevan a pensar en lo que llevo al rechazo de Dios y de Su Hijo por
parte de algunos lideres de los israelitas y sus implicaciones. La vifia se refiere a la casa de Israel o al antiguo pueblo de Dios
tanto en el cantico de poesia de Isaias en la primera lectura como en la Parabola del terrateniente en el Evangelio de Mateo.

En muchos casos, Dios involucra a su pueblo en un dialogo. El didlogo en la primera lectura es uno de esos casos. El didlogo
tuvo lugar cuando los israelitas estaban siendo amenazados con guerras por sus pueblos vecinos. Tenga en cuenta que en la
Biblia hebrea, una serie de guerras sufridas por los israelitas se presenta como un castigo por su idolatria y desobediencia a
Yahvé. Sin embargo, en la primera lectura de hoy, en lugar de ver su problema como el efecto de su desobediencia, lo
atribuyeron a la falta de amor y rechazo de Dios. Para explicarles cuanto se preocupa por ellos y que su condicion es el
resultado de su desobediencia, Dios los describié como una vifia que plantd y cuidé muy bien, esperando obtener una buena
cosecha de fe y fidelidad solo para obtener lo contrario. . Por lo tanto, Dios les dijo a través de Isaias que no los rechazd, sino
que lo rechazaron a través de su desobediencia y comportamiento iddlatra. Entonces, el desastre que sufrieron fue
consecuencia de su accion e inaccion. Sin embargo, les advirtié que con Dios la situacion no es desesperada. Si se arrepienten,
la situacion mejorara; si no, seran conquistados por sus enemigos. Desobedecieron y rechazaron a Dios porque se sentian mas
comodos en sus malos caminos que siguiendo el camino trazado por Dios para ellos. Entonces, la consecuencia de su accion
fue el desastre que sufrieron en manos de babilonios y asirios.

Escuchamos un mensaje similar en el Evangelio de hoy en el didlogo entre Cristo y los principales sacerdotes y ancianos de
los judios. Tenga en cuenta que estas son las personas que se unieron a sus antepasados para matar a muchos profetas de Dios
que hablaron en contra de sus malos caminos. Amaban sus pecados y sus malos caminos mas que la palabra de Dios y el Hijo
de Dios les envid. Ademads, son las personas que pronto capturardn y mataran a Cristo, enviado por el Padre para trabajar en
Su vifia. Por lo tanto, el terrateniente en la parabola de hoy es Dios, los siervos enviados a los labradores para obtener su
producto fueron los profetas, y los labradores fueron los ancianos y los principales sacerdotes de la casa de Israel que
apedrearon y mataron a la mayoria de los profetas. Los profetas trajeron el mensaje de arrepentimiento de Dios, pero como
amaban sus malos caminos mas que el camino de Yahvé, mataron a los profetas para matar la palabra de Dios. Por fin Dios
envid a su hijo Jesucristo, pero los ancianos y los principales sacerdotes (los labradores) de la casa de Israel (la vifia de Dios)
lo rechazaron, lo echaron de Jerusalén y lo mataron. Aunque podemos afirmar que no somos como estos labradores malvados
que rechazaron fisicamente al Hijo de Dios y lo mataron, podemos rechazar a Dios, Su palabra y a Cristo de muchas otras
formas. Los ancianos y los principales sacerdotes mataron a los profetas de Yahvé y su Hijo porque sintieron que su presencia
y sus palabras amenazaban sus malos caminos y su consuelo pecaminoso. Los rechazaron y los mataron porque (los ancianos)
amaban sus pecados y preferian permanecer en su consuelo y oscuridad pecaminosos que el arrepentimiento. Ahora, el
mensaje de hoy nos desafia a preguntarnos si nuestro pecado y nuestro consuelo personal nos han hecho rechazar la palabra de
Dios o el llamado al arrepentimiento.
