SANCTUARY SYSTEM
Houston Audubon has 4 sanctuaries at High Island. Boy Scout Woods 
is the headquarters, which is staffed by volunteers during peak spring 
migration season from mid-March to mid-May. Smith Oaks is the largest 
sanctuary and home to the Rookery. The Rookery is fascinating to visit 
throughout the year. The High Island sanctuaries are fee sites. The fee 
helps defray the costs of maintenance, utilities and improvements for 
the entire Houston Audubon sanctuary system. A day pass costs $8, or 
for $30 a patch may be purchased which gives you an unlimited number 
of admissions to all High Island sanctuaries for one year. 

The kiosk at Boy Scout Woods should be your first stop during the spring 
season. There you can purchase a day pass or patch and find out about 
the latest sightings. Our friendly volunteers are glad to assist you with 
directions and provide help with which areas may be best suited for 
your interests.

Landscape elements are permitted, 
but the main subject must be the night sky. Photo 
must be taken after September 1, 2018. Color only.

November - Travel Photography: 
A photograph taken while traveling. It can include 
people (who should not be recognizable to the club) 
but must include a place that is not found around 
here. It can be building(s), nature, or other suitable 
content that says “I was here”. Color or B&W. Taken 
after November 1, 2018.

The monthly meeting of the Austin Shutterbug Club was 
called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Vice President Stennis 
Shotts. There were 55 attendees.

Stennis introduced guests Doug Matthews and Mark Mos-
ley; Mark joined the club. Stennis thanked Joanne Chicco 
who provided refreshments for the evening.

Stennis reviewed upcoming club events. The March Shoot 
Off is intended to encourage members to “get out and 
shoot”. Two photos from three categories—Motion, Austin 
Icons and People--may be entered by March 30. The club is 
trying something different and will gauge participation of 
members.

The Rockport trip will be March 17-18. Boat cost is $450 
divided by the number of participants.

On April 6 members will do a sunrise shoot at the Waco Air 
Show from the photo pit. Members are encouraged to bring 
a chair.

The High Island trip is scheduled for April 11-15.

Led by Members Kelly Ahr and Brian Loflin, a model shoot 
will take place on May 6 at Dunvegan Keep—models and 
setups on beautiful grounds. The cost will be $60 per 
person for the day. Digital files of portraits taken must be 
provided to the models.

Stennis will email details of these events to all members.
Images were presented for Evaluation and review. The sub-
ject was “3’s in Nature”. Judges this month were Brian Loflin, 
Phil Charlton, and Steve Houston. Assignment images were 
shown first, followed by General images.

Exhibit Chairman Steve Houston reminded members our 
annual show will begin at the end of May. Members will 
receive an email shortly requesting entries; the deadline 
for entering will be the middle of April.

The meeting adjourned at 8:03 p.m.

*NEW LOCATION* - Starry Night Sky Workshop
May 3-4, 2019  Seminole Canyon State Park

The night skies are bigger in Texas! Join us during the dark of the moon for an afternoon 
and overnight photography experience that will be unforgettable. The workshop will be held 
at Seminole Canyon State Park in a very remote Texas location without light pollution to take 
advantage of the best night skies.

Photography techniques to be demonstrated 
include selection and use of the appropriate equipment, photographic stills of the stars and the 
Milky Way, star trails, time lapse star motion techniques and light painting with all the above.  
Outdoor hands-on photography will include location set-up and star photos of the Milky Way, 
star trails and landscape features. Transportation, meals and lodging not included.
