
Of all the seeds that can be sown 

in the ground around the world, 

the mustard seed is the smallest. 
Yet it grows into the biggest of 

herbs (Mark 4:31-32). Likewise, 

salvation from hell is so simple 
that even a child can be saved, 

yet it is the most important thing 

you will ever do. If ye have faith 
as a grain of mustard seed...nothing shall be impossible unto you 

(Matthew 17:20). Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the 

evidence of things not seen (Hebrews 11:1). Salvation from hell 
requires only a little faith in the Word of God to completely change 

your life. Here is the little faith: 

 The Word of God says, For all have sinned and come 
short of the glory of God (Romans 3:23).  And there is a payment for 

our sin. First you die physically: For the wages of sin is death 

(Romans 6:23a) Then your soul dies a second death for all of eterni-
ty: and whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast 

into a lake of fire Revelation 20:15). But with just a little faith in the 

seed, the Word of God, there is a way out. 
 The Bible says, For by grace are ye saved through faith; 

and not that of yourselves: it is the gift of God: not of works, lest any 

man should boast (Ephesians 2:8-9). Jesus death on the cross was a 
payment for our sin, and the blood that he shed is enough to save us 

from hell simply by asking him for salvation. For whosoever shall 
call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved (Romans 10:13). Nei-

ther good works nor any other ritual can save you. Only the blood of 

Jesus can save you. Simply pray, believing in your heart, a prayer 
like the one on the reverse.
