God is Righteous & Just (Moral equity, righteousness, upright, justice, fairness)

These concepts are connected to the intrinsic nature of God’s holiness. They have been

called the “twin attributes” of God since you can’t have one without the other & you must have both. Even though it’s the same Hebrew & Greek word used for both. Studying the context would reveal the intended meaning. Depending on the Bible translation the words are interchangeable. Here’s the subtle distinction: righteousness has to do with God’s moral perfections in which He can only do the right thing continually, as revealed in His Word (law). He requires & demands conformity to His righteous standards from all people- holiness...which He loves. Justice is that aspect of holiness which requires & demands that anyone “falling short” of His moral perfections (righteousness) their sin… which He hates, must be appropriately punished by way of a righteous (perfectly fair & correct) assessment or judgment. Righteousness & justice are 2 sides of the same coin. Righteousness imposes law as the moral standard which reveals legislative holiness, where as justice executes the penalties of breaking the law and rewards for obedience, revealing judicial holiness. It’s the perfect foundation for our salvation! Christ’s substituting sacrificial work on the cross satisfies the holiness & justice of God in everyway. It fulfills the law legally by paying our deserved death penalty and fulfills the law morally by crediting to our spiritually bankrupt account the imputed righteousness of Christ (2 Cor. 5:21).
