A Celebration of Orchids 
In September,  government officials, botanists 

from Fairchild Botanical Garden and volunteers 

mounted 250 rare and endangered orchid seed-

lings onto tree trunks in Miamiõs Coconut Grove 

neighborhood.  The òMillion Orchid Projectó is 

aimed at reintroducing rare and endangered or-

chid species that have become nearly extinct in 

South Florida.  

 

The orchid species Grove include the cowhorn or-

chid (Cyrtopodium punctatum (L.) Lindl.), clam-

shell orchid (Prosthechea cochleata) and butterfly 

orchid (Encyclia tampensis).

Corkscrew's "Super" Ghost Orchid has drawn at-

tention from around the world as it is the largest 

Ghost Orchid discovered so far.  Discovered in July 

2007, it has been in the spotlight each summer 

since as it continues to produce many flowers year 

after year.    

If you plan to visit Corkscrew to see the "Super" 

Ghost Orchid, plan to bring binoculars since it 

is about 50 feet high in an old growth bald cypress 

tree and about 100 feet away from the boardwalk.  

Currently it is not in bloom. Last year it bloomed 

August through September.
