When is Justice Found? 
 

When and how can we find justice?  Is justice only 

achieved after death and through the 

judgment of God?  Or can we find 

justice here and now, in ethical deci-

sions and moral victories?  In describ-

ing his apocalyptic vision, Daniel 

closes by saying, “those who lead the 

many to justice shall be like the stars forever” (Daniel 

12:3).  Those who work for justice may not achieve it, but 

they will remain forever a beacon for those who follow.  

Justice may not be found here and now, but working for it 

and leading others to it are rewarded in Daniel’s revelation. 
 

Amid the darkness and distress at the end of time, both Je-

sus and Daniel promise reward for 

those whom God has chosen.  Daniel 

says that those who are “written in the 

book” shall escape.  Jesus tells the 

disciples that the “elect” will be gath-

ered by the angels.   As destructive as 

the end times will be, God remains 

stronger than any force overcoming 

the earth, able to rescue all those who have been found wor-

thy. 
 

We cannot know when the world will end, just as we do not 

know when our own worldly end will arrive.  Therefore, we 

must always be ready.  But we can be consoled in the re-

demptive sacrifice that Jesus made on the cross.  As we 

heard in Hebrews, those who are made holy are made per-

fect forever.  Jesus has enabled us to be worthy of being 

gathered by God at the end of time.
