I think we were able to
convey the joy of the crucified and risen Lord
Jesus to those around us.

This month we will continue our journey
through Easter by attending to Ascension Day
on Thursday, May 9. Ascension is always forty
days after Easter, and is the day that Jesus
“ascended” to the Father. People often asked,
“Where did Jesus go?”” Martin Luther would get
annoyed with this question, because people
wanted a physical, rational explanation for the
story. But there is none. Luther’s response
always was, “To the Father. Jesus went to the
Father.” In other words where God is, there
Jesus is. And where is God among us. Here.
Now. Present in our midst, in Word and
sacrament, in creation. With family, friends,
and loved ones.
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Then, on Sunday, May 19, comes Pentecost,
derived from the Greek word meaning
“fifty.” Pentecost is always fifty days after
Easter. In Luke/Acts this is the day the
Holy Spirit comes upon Jesus’ disciples

and they are empowered to preach the
Gospel of Jesus to any and all who would
listen. We often mark it as the beginning

of the Church.

Well, that is some of what is coming in
May — more Resurrection, Ascension, and
the Holy Spirit. Probably a few other more

mundane things, too, but I’ll save those for
the weekly announcements and invites.
