Ages 6 – 10: 9 a.m. – 12 p.m. 

Ages 11 – 14: 11 a.m. – 2 p.m. 
This weeklong intensive will expose the young intermediate dancer to a wide variety of classes, 

including Ballet, Tap, Jazz, Musical Theater, Lyrical, Contemporary and Hip Hop. This camp 

will push dancers to learn choreography quickly and challenge them to try new styles. Students 

must have at least 2 years of dance experience, but intensive experience is not required. A few 

dance-related crafts will be included in the week to enhance our training. In-person registration is 

limited to 10 dancers per age group. Tuition is $125 for the week, plus applicable fees. 
 

 

3-day, Weeknight Intensive: June 29 – July 1; 5:30 – 8:00 
Ages 9 - 12 

The Junior Summer Dance Intensive will give the experienced dancer a wide variety of classes, 

including Ballet, Tap, Jazz, Musical Theater, Lyrical, Contemporary and Hip Hop. Staff 

members will expose dancers to new styles and technique throughout the week, with at least 10 

enrolled students. This camp will be taught at an accelerated pace for Intermediate and Advanced 

level students ages 9 – 12, preparing dancers for master classes and conventions. Tuition is $75 

for the 3-day intensive, plus applicable fees. 
 

 

 

5-day, Weeknight Intensive: August 17 – 21; 6:00 – 8:00 
Ages 13 and over 

The Senior Summer Dance Intensive will give the experienced dancer a wide variety of classes, 

including Ballet, Tap, Jazz, Musical Theater, Lyrical, Contemporary and Hip Hop. Master 

teachers will expose dancers to new styles and technique throughout the week, with at least 10 

enrolled students. This camp will be taught at an accelerated pace for Intermediate and Advanced 

level students ages 13 and older, preparing dancers for master classes and conventions. Tuition is 

$125 for the 5-day intensive, plus applicable fees. 
 

 

 

Weeklong Intensive: July 27 – 31; 10:00 – 3:00ish 
Ages 7 and over with enrollment in 2027 competition classes 

This season, competition dancers will attend a weeklong intensive to learn the parade and stage 

as much choreography for the season as possible, along with building camaraderie among the 

teammates, establishing goals for the year, and maintaining the dancers’ progress from this year. 

Individual schedules may vary, but we will reserve solid 5 hours per day for now. Cost of the 

week is $100 per dancer, with $25 going toward the dancers’ competition fees for the year. A 

makeup week will be held during the first week of school (before Labor Day).
