Minutes of Board of Trustees Meeting 

September 10, 2014

Village President Drake called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Village President Drake lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United State of America. The following trustees were present for roll call: Luttrell, Brockhouse, Newell, and Hamilton. Also present were Village Treasurer Wendy Bridgewater, Village Clerk Rhea Drake, Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann (entered at 7:29pm.), Police Chief Tyler Aring and Bryce McCormick for CARS.  Anita Knox was a guest at the meeting. 

Minutes – 

Minutes of the August 13, 2014 meeting were reviewed and Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the minutes and Trustee Luttrell second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 4-0.

Special Meeting Minutes- 

Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the special meeting minutes with a corrected date of the special meeting held on August 20, 2014 and Trustee Luttrell second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 4-0.

Executive Minutes –  

Village of Chapin board members entered executive session to discuss hiring personnel for the police department. Trustee Brockhouse motion to exit executive session at 9:10 p.m. and Trustee Luttrell second. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to enter regular session at 9:11 pm and Trustee Hamilton second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes and Hamilton. The motion carried 4-0. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to keep executive session minutes closed and Trustee Brockhouse second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Hamilton, yes. The motion carried 4-0. 

Bills and Transfers – 

President Drake presented the bills and transfers totaling $30,697.47. Trustee Hamilton made a motion to approve the bills and transfers and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call vote, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Luttrell, yes; and Hamilton, yes. The motion carried 4-0.
Financial Report- 

President Drake presented the financial report.   Trustee Newell second motion. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Newell, yes; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes.  The motion carried 4-0.

Water Superintendent’s Report-

A report was turned in by Richard Albers and presented by Village President Drake.  Richard did regular maintenance for water and sewer plant, also regular monthly water meter readings for billing.  Routinely checking water samples and sending EPA water samples for testing and checking water pump stations, daily rounds of testing water. For water # 325-934 Wooldridge water meter yoke was leaking so, there was a credit of $77.51 approved. Fire hydrant flushing was completed this month. 

  Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and credit Trustee second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 4-0.

Rescue Squad Report-

Bryce McCormick submitted a report for the Chapin Area Rescue Squad. There have been 48 calls for service this year with 10 coming in since the August report.  The 3-H-11 needs to be seen for its electrical issue, scheduled to be taken to Columbia, MO for repair. BLS instructor course, currently there are three members preparing to take the course, as it will be September 16, 2014. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Brockhouse second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Luttrell, yes; Hamilton. The motion carried 4-0.

Fire Department Report-

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann submitted a report for the fire department. A meeting was held on August 14, 2014. Three members participated in the ground search and rescue was called to assist in the search of a missing person in Quincy. Three members participated in the Chandlerville. Fire Department water ball tournament and took 3rd place out of 9 teams.  The next fire district meeting will be on September 24, 2014 at 7:00 pm. Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Hamilton second The On roll call, the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes Newell, yes; Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 4-0.

Police Report-

Police Chief Tyler Aring submitted a police report; hours worked by Tyler, 42.5, Ryan, 17.5 and Alex, 10 and Martin 4 hours.  A total of 12 traffic stops, 6 citation, 6 warnings and 1 arrest. Fines collected $303.81, E-Citation $2.00 and Police vehicle $20.50.  Chapin police department will purchase a police car not to exceed $20,050.00 from Kansas State Police Department. Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes and Hamilton, yes. The motion carried 4-0.
