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Note: In this video lesson, we learned to make the 2-5-1 jazz pattern,
using basic chords. There are, however, many ways to voice (make) the
chords in this pattern. In the Rootless Jazz Chords lesson, which can be
found on the web site, you will be shown a rich, alternate way to play
the 2-5-1’s, using the hip and sophisticated jazz voicings of the 9, 11
and 13t™ chords.
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
