No crazing or 

stress cracks; a couple of superficial 

stress lines in the riser fade-outs; a few 

minor scratches and nicks here and 

there.  I saved the original decal while 

refinishing the limbs, but it is only in fair 

condition. Overall, this is a really nice 

bow in excellent condition for its age.
