St. Hilary of Poitiers, Bishop and Doctor of the Church 
January 13 

 
Born a pagan, St. Hilary (c. 315 – c. 367) studied philosophy and 
the meaning of life, eventually making his way through the bible. 
He became a convert and was appointed bishop of Poitiers in 353. 
Sometimes referred to as the Hammer of the Arians, St. Hilary 
defended the Nicene Creed against a popular heresy, Arianism. 
He was exiled to Phrygia for opposing Roman emperor 
Constantius II, who preferred the heresy which denies Christ’s 
divinity.  From Phyrgia  St. Hilary fought with his pen, zealously 
writing against the heresy. 
Eventually he was allowed to return to Poitiers, but did so by a 
circuitous route, preaching against Arianism all the way.  St. 

Hilary was likely the first writer of hymns in the West, his 
writings on the Trinity, Psalms and Gospel of Matthew survive 
today.  St. Hilary was called Doctor of the Church, a title given to 

those who provided important contributions to theology and 
doctrine, in 1851 by Pope Pius IX. 

 

HOW ARE OUR ACTIONS INFLUENED? 
 

The first reading comes from a section of Isaiah marked by 
four “Servant Songs,” lyrical prophecies of a figure who 

will restore the ideals of Israel.  This person is 
referred to as a servant:  “Here is my servant 
whom I uphold, my chosen one with whom I am 
pleased” (Isaiah 42:1).  Listening to the deeds 
that this person will perform—establishing jus-
tice on the earth, opening the eyes of the blind, 
rescuing prisoners—you would think Isaiah 
would have used the word “hero” or “king”, not 

“servant.”  But Isaiah had the wisdom to realize that the 
fundamental mission to which God would call this person 
was one of service.  Similarly, God does not call any of us 
to triumph or to rule, but to serve. 
 
 
Scholars tell us that the book of Isaiah was written over a 
period of more than two hundred years, so not by a single 
prophet, and is clearly divided into three parts.  Today’s 
first reading begins the second part and it is no coincidence 
that the author’s very first word is “Comfort” (40:1).  Writ-
ing during a time of extreme duress—the Israelites were 
living in exile—this Isaiah offers consolation and hope with 
assurances that the Lord’s glory will yet be revealed.  Dur-
ing our times of hardship, let Isaiah’s words comfort us, 
that our Shepherd will feed, gather, carry, and lead his flock 
to the eternal life promised in baptism. 
 
 
It may not be immediately appar-
ent, but Luke’s account of Jesus’ 
baptism reveals that Jesus en-
gaged in dialogue with His Fa-
ther.  Luke says that upon being 
baptized, Jesus prayed to His fa-
ther.  As He prayed, God spoke to 
Him from the heavens, “You are 
my beloved Son”  with You I am 
well pleased” (Luke3:22).  
Though heaven could not be seen 
opening on the occasion of our 
own baptism, we are indeed 
God’s beloved sons and daugh-
ters.  Let us pray to God as Jesus 
did, as Jesus taught us, and realize 
how pleased God is in us.

ORDINARY MOMENTS 
I Hope I Am Like Him 

 
“Who is this Christ? Is He like you?” 
 
Perhaps you’ve heard this story, often attributed to the life of St. 
Teresa of Calcutta.  A sick man asked her this question, as he 
marveled at her tireless service to himself and others in the name 
of someone named Jesus Christ.  
 
“He is nothing like me,” the saint is said to have answered.  “But I 
hope I am like Him.” 
 
Though the authenticity of this exchange cannot be verified, its 
message rings perfectly true: all the value of our stewardship lies 
in its relativity to the one in whose name we perform it.  
 
Consider the figure of John the Baptist — a magnificent, towering 
character even purely from a literary or historical perspective.  A 
martyr who fed on wild locusts and boldly spoke truth to power 
— a man so great some mistook him for the Messiah.  
 
But why is he great? Because he prepared the way. All his 
accomplishments and escapades mean nothing if they are taken 
out of the context of salvation history. He only makes sense 
relative to Christ — and this is exactly as he wanted it.  “One 
worthier than I is coming,” he insists. And because of that 
humility and that total embrace of God’s will, he is given one of 
the greatest honors in the New Testament — he baptizes the Son 
of God.   
 
Let’s examine our lives in the light of their relativity to Christ. 
How do we prepare the way?  When Christ comes to us, what do 

we do?  How do we leave ourselves open to be actors in God’s 
plan?
