FATHER SAM’S CORNER
February 24th, 2019

Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 6:27-38

Love your Enemies: Jesus’ new Standard for Relationship.

Love your enemies is the real meaning of the Lord’s Law. I would like to tap from the parable of the good Samaritan in
Luke’s Gospel to explain Christ’s message in today’s Gospel. In the parable of the good Samaritan Jesus taught an
expert in law, who questioned what he must do to inherit the Kingdom, that a Samaritan who attended to a Jew who was
attacked by robbers (not minding that Jews and Samarians are enemies) was the one who understood and practiced the
law of the love of God and neighbor which is the summary of all laws, and the key to heaven (Luke 10: 25-37).

In the section of Luke’s Gospel we read today, Jesus wants his disciples to base their love on God and not on who you
are or where you are from. For when love is focused on who you are or where you are from, love begins to
discriminate, and to have limitations and boundaries. But when love is based on God then love knows no limit,
boundary or enemy. The Samaritan Guy in the parable of the good Samaritan would not have attended to the victim of
the armed robbers if his love was based on whom the victim was, since a Samaritan man has nothing to do with a Jew.
But because his love was based on God, he did not discriminate.

Also, in the first reading David would have killed Saul if David’s love was based on who Saul was to him, for Saul was
his combatant enemy, but he spared the life of Saul because his love was based on God. It is very hard to practice this
kind of love as humans: [ mean it is very hard to love our enemies or to bless those who curse us humanly speaking.
The only way we would do it is by loving as God would love. Therefore, when Christ commanded his disciples in
today’s Gospel to, “love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you ...” he was telling
them to love like God (Luke 6: 27-29). In other words, when God loves he does not judge who we are to Him or from
which part of this planet we come from. For as the scripture says: “God makes it rain for the just and unjust” (Mathew
5: 45).

The summary of today’s message is that the old standard of relationship, which is purely based on human judgment,
should give way to the new Christ standard of relationship. In the old standard for relationship, it was “tit-for-tat”. But
in the new standard it is about “when you receive a strike on one cheek, turn the other ‘for a double ration’ ”. In other
words, the old standard requires I should remember who you are, where you are from and what you did to me in all
levels of our relationship. In contrast, Jesus’ new standard for relationship enjoins me not to consider the past or who
you are or where you come from in our relationship. To do this Christ said we must put the past behind us just as we
would like God and others to forgive us. If we forgive others, if we love our enemies and pray for those who hate us, we
manifest the unconditional love of God. By doing so, we are revealing we are different from the Pharisees and the
unbelievers. For as Christ asked: “what differentiates us from the unbelievers if we love only our friends, for even the
pagans love those who love them”.

LA ESQUINA DEL PADRE SAM

24 de febrero de 2019

Septimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: San Lucas 6:27-38

Ama a tus Enemigos: Es el nuevo patron de Jesus para las relaciones.

Ama a tus enemigos, es el real significado de las leyes del Sefior. Me gustaria insistir sobre la parabola del
Buen Samaritano, en el Evangelio de Lucas, para poder explicar el mensaje en el Evangelio de hoy. En esta parabola,
Jestis nos ensefia, como un experto en leyes, cuestionaba que El debia heredar el Reino, que un Samaritano quien asistio
a un judio atacado por ladrones (cuidando que los Judios y los Samaritanos eran enemigos) fue el unico que entendio y
practico la ley del amor a Dios y el projimo, la cual es el resumen de todas las leyes, y, la llave para ir al cielo (Lucas
10:25-37).

En la seccion del Evangelio de Lucas, que leemos hoy, Jests desea que sus Discipulos se basen en su amor a
Dios y no en quien eres o de donde eres. Por cuanto, el amor esta enfocado en quien eres y de donde eres, el amor
comienza a discriminar, y a tener limitaciones y limites. Pero, cuando el amor esta basado en Dios, entonces el amor no
conoce de limitaciones, limites o enemigos. El Samaritano, en la parabola del Buen Samaritano, no deberia atender a la
victima de los ladrones si este amor esta basado sobre en quien es el hombre, porque los Judios y los Samaritanos eran
enemigos. Porque su amor estaba basado en Dios, El no descrimina.

También en la primera lectura David deberia haber asesinado al alma de David, pero, su amor estaba basado en
quien era Saul para el, pero Saul era su combatiente enemigo, luego El separo la vida de Satil porque su amor estaba
basado en Dios. Es muy complicado practicar esta clase de amor con humanos: quiero decir, es muy duro amar a
nuestros enemigos o bendecir a quienes nos maldicen humanamente hablando. Lo unico que pudiesemos hacer es amar
a Dios como El nos amo. Por lo tanto, cuando Cristo envia a sus Discipulos en el Evangelio de hoy, a “amar a sus
enemigos, hacer el bien a quien nos odia, bendecir a quien nos maldice...” El estaba diciendoles a ellos como deberia
ser el amor de Dios (Lucas 6:27-29). En otras palabras, cuando Dios nos ama El no nos juzga sobre quien eres para El o
de que parte del planeta vienes. Asi, lo dicen las escrituras: “Dios hace que llueva para el justo y para el injusto” (Mateo
5:45).

En resumen, en el viejo patron de relaciones, el cual esta basado puramente en las relaciones humanas, con la
expresion del “tal por cual”. Pero, en el Nuevo, cuando le den un golpe en la mejilla y coloca la otra, para recibir doble
racion. Jesus, nos dice no consideremos el pasado o el origen, en nuestras relaciones. Perdonense unos a otros, recen
por quienes los maldicen, y, amen a quien los odia, porque asi, es el amor de Dios, no descriminatorio. En contraste,
Jests en su Nuevo comportamiento de relaciones nos indica, considerar el pasado o de donde eres o de donde vienes.
Cristo, nos dice coloquemos atrds nuestro pasado. Si, perdonamos a otros hacienda esto, manifestamos nuestro
incondicional amor a Dios. Y revelaremos nuestras diferencias de los Fariseos e incrédulos. Por esto Cristo, nos dice,
“Lo que nos diferencia de los incrédulos es que amemos no solo a nuestros amigos, por esto, los paganos solo aman a
quien los ama solo a ellos™.
