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Regular Meeting                                          
Nameoki Town Trustees

March 8, 2021
Supervisor Susan Presswood called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. She then led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood asked Town Clerk Edwards, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Abel, Trustee Nemsky, Trustee Morris, and Trustee Vincent.  A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Morris, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:
Town Clerk Cohan said he had 3 letters from IEPA to put on file.
BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Abel to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Morris, then made a motion second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Morris read the Treasurers Report dated March 8, 2021. A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

TOWNSHIP OFFICIALS’ COMMENTS: 
Assessor Hanfelder still had question about vacation time being cashed in.  Supervisor Presswood said it was a mistake and that she did not realize that this practice had been stopped.  Assessor Hanfelder then asked if her department would still be allowed to cash in vacation pay.  Supervisor Presswood reiterated it was a mistake on her part but it was already approved and nothing else can be done about it.  The practice has been stopped.
PUBLIC INPUT:

Madison County Board Member Eric Foster said he was there representing the Madison County Board.  His first question:  Why didn’t we get the Park Grant money?  Mr. Foster said the County talked to Susan and she refused the money.  Supervisor Presswood said they are always willing to accept money for the Township and that she would never turn down money for the Township.

Madison County Board Member Foster wanted to know about the deficit and asked question 2.  Have we made up the fund yet?  Supervisor Presswood explained we made up 42,000 by cutting elected officials’ salaries and it was stated that we don’t have a deficit just a pay cut.  Supervisor Presswood explained she will not be here for next budget.

Madison County Board Member Foster brought up the fact that he received multiple complaints about signs in easements.  Supervisor Presswood indicated this subject is political and the Township Meeting is not the place to discuss politics.  Mr. Foster said he is an elected official representing Madison County and he’s got complaints about signs in easements.  Supervisor Presswood again said this is not time or place to discuss politics.  Mr. Foster said people running in elections are breaking the law by putting signs in easements.  It was stated that there are many people that put signs in easements and Mr. Foster needs to complain to someone else.  Again, Supervisor Presswood said we are not dealing with political issues in this meeting.
Madison County Board Member Foster said he’s notified Election Officials that Randy Presswood is telling constituents that he is the current Township Supervisor.  He stated that on Randy’s flyer, it specifies Randy is the current Supervisor.  Supervisor Presswood indicated that was a typo error and was missed before it was sent out.
Madison County Board Member Foster said he has received 22 Bing videos from voters; he stated one lady called him to say that Randy, Trustee Morris, and Town Clerk Cohan were the “The Three Stooges”.

Madison County Board Member Foster stood up and said he wants the Township to move on the Bing Videos.  If they don’t, he’ll get the Board of Elections to move on it.  He said I’ll have the State Board of Elections and Township Officials of Illinois down here and that “Son of a Bitch will go to jail”.

Attorney Donohoo repeatedly tried to explain to Madison County Board Member, Eric Foster who was representing Madison County, that he can get Board of Elections or whoever he decides, but he doesn’t think that the Township has any authority to do anything to Mr. Presswood.  Attorney Donohoo kept trying to explain that the Township has no authority over Mr. Presswood.
Many times, Madison County Board Member Foster interrupted Supervisor Presswood and Attorney Donohoo as they tried to explain no politics were to be discussed at this meeting.  Supervisor Presswood had to gavel several times to bring the meeting back to order when County Board Member Foster was yelling, name-calling and being verbally abusive to Mr. Presswood.

County Board Member Foster said to Attorney Donohoo that there were crimes committed.

Attorney Donohoo kept explaining to Madison County Board Member Foster that the township has no authority to have anyone arrested.  Mr. Foster kept interrupting.  Attorney Donohoo asked Mr. Foster to please let him finish what he had to say and not to interrupt him since he let Mr. Foster speak.  

Attorney Donohoo once again explained to Madison County Board Member Foster that his complaint needs to go to State Boards of Elections.  Attorney Donohoo explained he could take his case to the County and try to have Randy charged with something.
Madison County Board Member Foster accused Town Clerk Cohan and Trustee Morris of badgering a voter on Hemlock.

Mr. Presswood said we had surplus money before.  He said to check it out for yourselves—it’s open—the books are always open.  Use the FOIA and look it up yourself.

Trustee Vincent still had questions on the amount of money we are losing from the Annexation which is $90,000.  She asked if there’s no deficit why did we need to cut Elected Official’s salaries?  Attorney Donohoo stated we don’t know yet if we will have a deficit or not.  
After being called “SON OF A BITCH” and being told he should be arrested.  Mr. Presswood thought it was wise to have a police presence and called. 9-1-1.

There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Morris to adjourn the meeting until March 22, 2021 at 7 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
