Monthly Report for March 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of March 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.

On Friday, March 11, 2016 the police department received three thefts from automobile complaints which occurred on Green Road, Eau Claire Road and Juneau Road.  As with other theft from automobile complaints reported last month all three of these vehicles were reported to have been unlocked when the theft occurred.  Please be sure to lock all of your vehicles after parking and remove valuable items, this is the most effective way to prevent the property inside your vehicle from being stolen.
On Friday, March 18, 2016 at approximately 11:45am a vehicle pulled up to the police department and a male entered saying there was a disorderly male subject in his vehicle.  Upon completion of the investigation a 45-year-old male who had been the disorderly passenger was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  Charges of misdemeanor bail jumping have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.

On Friday, March 25, 2016 at approximately 7:50pm officers responded to an assist EMS complaint in Lake Ivanhoe.  While at the EMS complaint officers learned that the 41-year-old was under conditions of bond.  Charges of bail jumping have been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.
On Monday, March 28, 2016 at approximately 8:33pm officers initiated a traffic stop on Nippersink Road for a speed violation.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 21-year-old male subject was issued citations for disorderly conduct with a motor vehicle; operate a motor vehicle without insurance and possession of marijuana.

On Wednesday, March 30, 2016 at approximately 10:07pm officers initiated a traffic stop on Pell Lake Drive at Hwy 12 after observing a vehicle exiting from Hwy 12 fail/improper stop at the posted stop sign.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 39-year-old male subject was arrested for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 1st offense.  Additionally, the driver was issued a uniform traffic citation for failure/improper stop at a stop sign.
During the month of March 2016 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 14 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $4,791.00 in outstanding forfeitures[image: image1.jpg]



During the month of March 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 982 calls for service compared to 853 calls for service during the month of March 2015.  During the month of March 2016 the police department affected 162 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 109 arrests during the month of March 2015.
