FEBRUARY 15-17 2024 
 

We will have an outstanding cuer staff of eight VASCA and guest cuers to ensure that our 
VA and WASCA area round dancers have a uniquely enjoyable round dancing experience at 
our VA State Convention next February 15-17, 2024 at the Virginia Beach-Norfolk Holiday 
Inn Hotel and Conference Center. There will be a separate round dance hall that will 
provide over 13 hours of phase II-V dancing during the three evenings on Thursday, Friday 
and Saturday.
